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INTRODUCTION.

Tas Tyrol (German, Tirl), which derives its name from an old eastle in the neigh-
bourhood of Meran, in the valley of the Etsch, or Adige, passed by inheritance to the
Dukes of Austria in 1363. Including Voratlberg on the north-west, it is bounded
tn the east by Salzburg and Carinthia, on the west by Switzerland, on the north
by Bavaria and Wurtemburg, and on the south by Lombardy and Venice. Popu-
1ation (18807, 805,200 (or 912,600 with Vorarlberg), German-speaking on the north,
Italian or Roman-speaking on the south, and nearly all Roman Catholic in religion.
Area 11,311 square miles. Innsbruckis the capital. Wooden toys of all kinds aré
made round 8t. Ulrich. Singing birds are reared in the valley of the Inn.

The principal VarLreys of Tyrol are only five, viz., those of the Rivers Btach, ot
Adige, the Eisak, the Rienz, the Drave, and the Inn. The Inn rises in Bwitzerland at
thie head of the Engadin Valley, enters the Tyrol at the Finstermtinz Pass, flows
through it in a north-eastérn direction, and, after passing Landeck, Innsbruck, and
Kufstein, traverses Bavaria, and falls into the Danube at Passau. 'The Etseh, o?
Adige, rises in the lakes of the Reschen Scheideck, passes down the Vintschgau,
and, increased by the junction of thé Eisak, 2§ miles below Botzen, flows by Ttent,
Roveredo, and Verons, into the Adriatic. The Eisak rises on the Brenner, and,
after a course of nearly 50 miles, joins the Adige, below Botzen. The Drave rises
in the Sextenthal, to the right of Toblach, on the high land between the valley
of the Drave and the Pusterthal, or valley of the Rienz, which last tiver rises in
the pass of Ampezzo to the south of Toblach, and falls inte the Eisak near Brixen.
The Il runs past Bregenz, in the Vorarlberg, to the Like of Constance. ‘The Lake
of Garda is partly within the Tyrol.

About one-tenth of the surface 1§ under jcd. 'The highest Graocrzns in the
Rhstian Alps, which extend through the greatest part of Tyrol, dividing it into two
parts, are those of Gepatsch, in the Kaunserthal, which opens into the Ober-Innthal
at Prutz; 2 hours from Landeck, and the Rofler, in the Fenderthal, one of the
branches of the Oetsthal. Other extensive glaciers are to be found as the head of
the valleys of Trafol, Sulden, and Stabai.

Mounramns.~The highess motntain in the Tyrol proper is the Oriler Spitse,
12,814 feet above sea, near Trafoi, on the frontier of Lombardy. The Gross
Glockner, in Caviathis, Just on the Tyrelese border, 1s 19,455 feet above the
sea. S8ir J. Herschel (Phiysical Geog.) gives the Ortler at 12,822 feet, and the
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Gross Glockner at 12,431 fect, with a note of interrogation. The Austrian
Government measuremcnts are not believed to be correct. The Brenner and
Stelvio Passes are in the Tyrol. For List of Mountains, Passes, Plants, &e.,
sce page 63.

Between the valleys of the Eisak and the valley of Fassa, as the upper part of
the Fleimserthal is called, is a singuiar raunge of mountains called Dolomite, and
named after the first describer (Dolomieu) of the peculiar hard fossiliferous lime-
stone, consisting of magnesia and carbonate of lime. These mountains may be
visited from Botzen or Brixen, from Cortina, and from Campidello, in the Val di
Fassa, and are interesting both to the geologist and the artist.

Cost or Livina.—The expenses of pedestrians who do not mind carry-
ing their own knapsacks are very trifling, and need not exceced from 35 to 50
shillings per week.

The average charge at many of the best hotels for supper, bed, and breakfast
is 3 paper florins, equal to five shillings. This charge will include red
or white wine of the country, which is excellent, though, except on rare occasions,
the red is by many degrees the best of the two. The best white wine of Tyrol is
grown at and near Terlan. At the smaller hotels in towns, and inns in remote
districts, this charge will often be reduced to less than one-half.

For excursions out of the beaten track a supply of tea or coffee should be taken.

CoxveYANceSs.—The men who let out private carmages generally ask and
obtain exorbitant prices, and, if the avoidance of expense be any object, the best
way is to take the public conveyances, of which there are plenty.

The Stellwagen was & slow but exceedingly ¢heap conveyance, costing about one
penn§ per mile. It is now to a great extent superseded by the more commodious
Omnibus and Post-Omnibus. They usually start at a very early hour, and ample
time is allowed for meals. - :

" The Postwagen, or malleposte, is three or four times dearer than the stellwagen,
and not much more comfortable, though rather more expeditious.

" Separate Eilwiigen, which will hold four persons, may be obtained at the post
stations of the large towns, at the rate of about 8s. per post of two German miles
on the average. The traveller is furnished with a paper called a * Stunden Pass,”
on ‘the production of which, at each post station on the route, the postmaster is
bound to furnish horses immediately. The receipt given at the principal post station
includes all charges and the postilion’s fees, and nothing more is expected.

Qne or two persons with light luggage can generally obtain a one-horse post car-
riage called an Einspénner. Postmasters are not generally anxious to give them,
and it is quite surprising how small a load a Tyrolese horse seems considered capable
of pulling.

‘WiNes.—Good red and white wine may always be had at the rate of from about

70 to 80 kreutzers per maas, containing 2} bottles. Effervescing red and white wines
may be obtained in the valleys of the Adige and Eisak. The wines most to be re-
commended are Vosslauer, Erlauer, Villanyer, Oefner, and Rouster; to which may
be added the wine of the Valteline, Sassella, and Inferno.

MoxEgY.—In Austria, owing to the lar.gg issue of notes, gold and silver have almost
entirely disappeared from the circulation, and their want is supplied by notes of 1, 5,
10, and 100 florins each. The florin notes are nominally worth 2s, sterling each,
but the real value is about 1s. 8d. .

At railway stations and government offices the depreciation is not allowed, so 10
florins only are given for each sovereign, and 8 florins for each Napoleon; con-
sequently, before going to such places, it is well for the traveller to provide
himself with paper from the money changers, who are always to be found in con-
siderable villages and towns, and generally are fair in their dealings.

The florin is divided into 100 copper kreutzers.

Circular notes of £10 each are good, and convenient to exchange into paper
money. They are granted by most of the London bankers.

Remarks.—The traveller must not expect to find in Tyrol the comforts of
Switzerland, or the same facilities for travelling. The inns are, as a rule, homely,
though at several of the larger places are to be found hotels which scarcely yield to
those of Switzerland in comfort. As a rule, too, all the hotels are moderate in
charges. Imposition is rare, and is found, if anywhere, mostly on the Italian
frontier. The postmasters are sometimes inclined to take advantage of their semi-
official capacity to give short exchange for gold in the depreciated paper before
mentioned. :

The prices in Tyrol are rising gradually, but still, with the exception only of vet-
turini, horses, and guides, it is cheaper than Switzerland, though dearer than the
Bavarian Highlands. The hotel accommodation has been much improved within
the last fifteen years, but prices both in Tyrol and Bavaria have of late been con-
siderably augmented without any corresponding improvement in the hotels.

The Austrian Alpine Club has done good service by erecting comfortable huts
in many remote parts, where tourists can be accommodated.

RarLwAy CoMmuNicATIONS.—The principal lines are :—The Vorarlberg line, on
the Swiss side, coming from Lake Constance and Coire; the Brenner line, vid
Munich, Rosenheim, Innsbruck, Brixen, Botzen, Trent, and Verona; the line
(for Ischl and the Salzkammergut) from Rosenheim to Salzburg, Linz, and
Vienna ; the Pusterthal line (opening up a way to the Dolomites) from Brixen to
Lienz and Villach; thence (with & short break of road) to Laibach and Trieste.

Behind the town rises the Gebhardsberg,
or Schlossberg, which should be visited, on
account of the superb view of the whole
expanse of the Lake of Constance, the valleys
of the Bregenzer Ach and the Rhine, and
the Alps of Appenzell, to be obtained from
it. A zigzag path leads from Bregenz to the
Wirthshaus at the top.

The road to Feldkirch ascends gently at
first, and after passing under a spur of the
Gebhardsberg, and crossing the Bregenzer
Ach (Ack, in Tyrol, means a torrent), rushing
down from the Bregenzer Wald across a wide
bed of gravel to join the Rhine, reaches in 6
miles Dornbirn, 2 busy and scattered town
of about 9,000 inhabitants, where there is
a new chureh with a lofty portico, bearing the
inseription, % Domus Dei, porta cali."

From this the road skirts the hills to
Hohenems (Stat.)—Inn: Post—one mile,
before which the Castle of Hohenems is
seen at an immense height, and scarcely to

About 14 miles from Bregenz the road leaves
on the right two large castles (which formerly
belonged to the family of Montfort), on an
isolated fir-crowned hill, ses through
Grtzis (Stat.), and, after traversing a level and
swampy plain, reaches Feldkirch (3tat.),
20 miles from Bregenz, a small town of 8,800
inhabitants, 1,400 feet above sea.

back of it rises the old castle of Schattenburg.
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Through the town rushes, or rather tumbles,
the River 111, turning in its course the wheels
of many mills.

In the garden of the gymnasium
will be found a collection of Alpine plants.
From the Margarethenkopf, 1} mile from
the town, is a fine view of the whole Alps from
the Falkniss above Ragatz to the head of the
Bodensee. Up to this point the views of the
Alps of Appenzell, including the Sentis, and
the picturesque and deeply gullied sides of the
Kamor (over which lies an interesting but
little froquented path, leading in 44 hours from
Weissbad in Appenzell, to Sennwald, in the
valley of the Rhine) have been uninterrupted.
[From Feldkirch to Coire or Ragatz, by
Balzers and Mayenfeld—The conveyances
from Feldkirch to the Swissside havenow given
place to the rail from Feldkirch to Bchaan-
Vaduz and Buchs, where the line to Coire,
Mayenfeld, Rorschach, Lindau, &ec., may be
taken.

(8tat.), its principal village, on the rocks
above which is perched the Castle of Vaduz,
belonging to the Prince of Liechtenstein.
Nearly 5 miles further on is Balzers, near
which is the boundary between Liechtenstein
and the Swiss canton of the Grisons. The
Falkniss is now seen towering above the road
to the left, the Flischerberg on the right.
From the defile of Luziensteig the distance to
Mayenfeld, at the entrance of the Prittigau, is
nearly 5 miles; {o Ragatz, by the Zollbriicke,
2 miley farther; from Mayenfeld to Coire,
10 miles, along a nearly level road. All
these are accessible by rail.]
. After Feldkjrch, however, the whole chain
of these.

first part of this valley for some distance after
crossing the 11, in the ravine above Feldkirch,
is swampy and uninteresting. Two miles past
the second village, Nenxing (8tat.), the Wal-
gerthal opens to the left. The scenery now
graduslly improves, and begins at Bludengz,
13 milesfrom Feldkirch, to be verypicturesque.

After leaving Bludenz, the ravine of the
Klosterthal contracts, the sides of it become
precipitous, and many waterfalls are seen
streaking the mountain side. At Dalaas
(8tat.), 8 milesfrom Bludenz, is an inn (Post),
which is very fair, and used to be excellent.
Excursion from Dalass, over the Kristberg, to
Schruns, in the Montafunerthal (page 17), not
difficult, in 4 hours; guide not required.
Just before reaching Stuben, after a heavy
pull up hill, and, passing the villages of Wald
and Klosterle, the beautiful Alpine roses begin
to be abundant. They will be found in flower
from the middle of June until the latter part
of August. Beyond the village of Stuben,
which is just at the foot of the pass of the
Arlberg, is a huge barrier of masonry, built to
protect the houses from avalanches, To walk
up the numerous zigzags of the road from this
to the summit of the pass, 6,200 feetabove the
sea, takes about 1 hour. The railway tunnel
through the mountain (63 miles long) was
opened 1884, The road between Stuben and
Flirsch s very liable toearth slips,and requires
to be carefully maintained. , After passing the
top of the pass, and half a mile beyond the
Hospice of St. Christoph, along which runs
the boundary of Tyrol ahd Vorarlherg, tho

raveller looks down into the valley of the
Rosanna, and sees the village of St. Anton
lying far below in the valley. 8t. Anton is 65
miles from Bregenz, and 43 from Feldkirch.
This is a centre for a number of interesting
and easy excursions. At Schnanisthe Klamm,
a remarkable defile, from which the Schnan-
nerbach issues. The valley is now called the
Stanzerthal. The next post is Flirsch (8tat.)
~—Inn: Post—17} miles, under the Eisenkopf.
The road now plunges deep into the defile of
the Rosanna, high above the river, which
tumbles headlong into the depths of the
ravine. After passing Strangen (8tat.), a
small place to the left, the ruined Castle
of Wiesberg appears in sight, standing on
a mound at the junction of the valleys of
the Rosanna and Trisanna, and approached by
a covered wooden bridge deep down in the
ravine. Down the valley of the Trisanna, or
Paznaunerthal, comes the path from Bludenz,
by the valley of Montafun and the Zeinis
Pass, before mentioned. The view, looking
backuponthe Castle of Wiesberg and the valley
of the Trisanna, is strikingly beautiful. From
‘Weisherg to Pians, a distance of 2 miles, the
road is a mere shelf cut in the rock. The
village of Pians was destroyed by fire in 1850,
but has since been rebuilt. At 2 miles from
Pians the road crosses the Sanna, and then
crosses the Inn, and enters
Landeck (8tat.) Pop.,1,600. The hotels
are the Post and the Schwarzer Adler, both
belonging to the same proprietor, and a
smaller one, the Goldner Adler, facing the
bridge on the west side of the river. This
picturesque little town is pleasantly situated
at the entrance of the ravine of the Inn,
where it changes its course from north to
east. With its castle, it affords a worthy
subject for the pencil of theartist. Travellers
should by no means omit to visit the Castle
of Schroffenstein, which may be done in
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the face of tremendous precipices, commands
a grand view of the Innthal, with Zams, the
Castle of Kronburg, and the pyramidal
mountain called Tschtirgant, above Imst. The
path to Schroffenstein leads to the right after
crossing over the Sanna.

- At Ischgl, 4,040 feet above sea, in the
Paznaunerthal, in the descent to the Sanna
Valley, is a most curious bone-house, in which
are preserved, ticketed, the bones of all who
have been buried in the parish for many years.
The Paznaunerthal is 27 miles long; from’
its upper end the Montafunerthal ‘may be-
reached. This contains many villages, and
the population has many marked peculiarities.
Undoubtedly the Arlberg formed the boundary
line between distinct races, Schruns, 11}
miles from Bludenz, is the principal place in
the valley, and 2,080 feet above sea. JInns:

burg is seen ?erohed upon & pyramidal rock
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on the opposite side of the river, At Mils the
road rises high above the river, and winds
round abuttress ofthemountain. It waschosen
by the Tyrolese for an ambuscade in 1809.
At 18 miles from Landeck lies the little town
of Imst, 2 miles from the station. Inns:
Post; Lamm. A large Calvarienberg above
the town may be visited in half an hour from
the town. From Imst to Oetxthal (Stat.), 6
miles, is the finest part of the railway route.
Oetzthal is the station for the Oetzthal (see
Route 21). The ascent of the Tachiirgant may
easily be made from Imst in 43 hours. From
the summit & superb view is obtained of the
Oetzthal, from the glaciers at its head to its
junotion with the Inn Valley. Two roadslead
from Imst to Telfs, 2 posts from Innsbruck;
the left-hand road by Nassereit and Barwies
is much the more picturesque, but rather
longer than the right-hand road by 8ilz. By
the former road the distance from Imst to
Telfs is about 26, by the latter 21 miles.

The road by Nussereit passes under the
Tgchiirgant up the Gurglthal, and after a pull
of 9 miles reaches Nasserelt, where there is a
decentinn, Near Barwies, between Nassereit
and Obermiemingen, the tall, round, grey,
and ivy-clad tower of the Castle of Klamm is
seen to the left. Backed as it is by the Inn-
thal and the mountains of the Oetzthal, it
presents a splendid point of view. After
passing Miemingen, about 9 miles from Nas-
sereit, the road descénds very rapidly, and in
8 miles reaches Telfs (8tat.), in the valley of
the Inn, 2 posts from Innsbruck. Hotel: Post.

The lower road keeps to the valley of the
Inn entirely, crosses the river at Haimingen
(whence there is a road into the Oetathal),

Tolfs (Btat.) the road recrosses the Inn, and
joins the other road from Nassereit.

The next post is Zirl, 1,935 feet above
sea. Inns: Lowe; Stern; both good. Above
the village to the left is seen the Castle of Fra-
genstein. The road to Munich by Seefeld and
Benedictbeuern passes close to the walls of
the castle, to which it zigzags from the vil-
lage. From the castle is a fine view of the
Martinswand (8,650ft. high), a huge buttress
of the Solstein, which descends sheer down
to the road, and can be ascended in 6}
hours from Innsbruck, and where the
Emperor Maximilian narrowly escaped death
whilst chamois hunting in the year 1493. The
cross and chapel, erected on the spot where he
was rescued, is accessible by a narrow path,
and can be plainly seen from the road to Inns-
bruck, 700 feet below it. After turning the
corner of the Martinswand, the towers of
Innsbruck come in sight. Seven miles beyond
the road crosses the Inn and enters Innsbruck.
Innsbruck (8tat.) Hotels: Hotel du Tirol.
Magnificent view of town and valley from the
Belvedereé. Highlyrecommended. See Advt.

This, the chief town of Tyrol, lies for the
most part on the right bank of the Iun,
which is crossed by a wooden bridge of three
arches. It contains about 23,000 inhabitants,
has wide and cheerful streets, and lies in

passes Sllz (8tat.)—Inns: Steinbock; Lowe—
above which is the Castle of Peterberg, the
birth-place of Margaret Maultasch, and a few
‘miles further on passes the extensive Cistercian
Monastery of Stams, with its white towers
‘and cupolas, Between Rietz (8tat.) and

a most lovely situation on the Inn, just above
the point at which it is joined by the Sill. The
invigorating mountain air is especially valu-
able for invalids from Sept. to June, ‘Theatres,
concerts, balls,&c.,afford every possible amuse-
ment, The Pfarrkirche of St. Jacob has two
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handsome towers and a eupola. Not far from it,
near the Hof-garten, is the Church of the Holy
Cross, called also the Hof or Franziskaner
Kirche, supported by 12 pillars of red marble.
It was built in the beginning of the fifteenth
céntury, and contains the Cenotaph made for the
Emperor Maximilian, adorned with 24 bos-
reliefs in white marble, by Collin, of
Mechlin, representing these events in the
life of Maximilian:—(1), Marriage of Maxi-
milian to Mary of Burgundy, at Ghent, in
1477; (2), Battle of Guinegate, 1479; (3),
Taking of Arras, 1492; (4), Maximilian
Crowned at Rome, 1486; (5), Battle of Calliano,
1487 ; (6), Entry into Vienna, 1490 ; (7), Storm-
ing of Stuhlweisseberg in Hungary; (8), Re-
turn of Maximilian’s Daughter from France;
(9), Turksexpelled from Croatia ; (10), League
between Maximilian, the Pope, the Republic
of Venice, and Duke of Milan, against
France, 1495; (11), Maximilian and Mary
Blanche, of Milan, Sforza, Duke of Milan,
kneeling before the throne; (12), Marriage
of Philip the Fair, Maximilian's son, to
Joanna of Castille, at Brussels, in 1496;
(18), Skirmish at Regensberg, 1504; (14),
Siege of Kufstein, 1504; (16), Duke Karl
at the feet of Maximilian; (16), Camp at
Cambray, 1508; (17), Entry into Padua,
1509; (18), Taking of Milan, 1512; (19),
Second Battle of Guinegate, 1515; (20),
Meeting of Maximilian and Henry VIIL of
England, 1513 ; (21), Battle of Vicenza, 1513;
(22), Bombardment of Marano on the Adriatic;
(28), Maximilian and Ladislaus, King of Hun-
gary; (24), Defence of Verona against the
French and Venetians, in 1515, Round
it are placed 28 bronze statues of real and
mythical personages, amongst whom will be
found—(2), Philip I. of Spain, son of Maxi-
milian; (3), Rudolph of Hapsburg; (5), Theo-
dorie, King of the Ostrogoths; (8), Arthur,
King of England; (18), Charles the Bold,
Duke of Burgundy; (23), Frederick IV.,
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Count of Tyrol, called “ Empty Purse,”—the
same who distinguished himself by building
the Golden Roof (Das Goldene Dach) in Inns-
bruck. To the left of the entrance stands the
tomb ot Andreas Hofer, whose body was re-
moved hither from Mantua by the first bat-
talion of Jagers on their return from Italy in
1823, just thirteen years after his death. The
monument is by an artist named Schaller,
and is sculptured out of Tyrolean marble. On
the bas-reliefs are represented six Tyroluse, as
representatives of the six districts of the Tyrol,
swearing upon the standards. On the right
and left of it are two mural tablets, erected by
the present Kmperor Franz Joseph to the
memory of Speckbacher, who died in 1820,
and Joseph Haspinger, the Capuchin, who
died at Salzburg in January, 1858, aged 82
years. Herealso is the silver chapel, with the
silver image of the Virgin, and a mausoleum
of Ferdinand I1. and his wife. The Museum
is called the Ferdinandeum ; open every day
for five hours for a small fee. It is rich in
Tyrolese rarities, and in botanical specimens.
A picture gallery left to the Musenm by
Tachager is in a special apartment.

Opposite the palace stands the Opera
House, or Hoftheater. Round it are large
public gardens. The Rudolph Fountain,
erected 1863, commemorates the Union of
Tyrol in 1363, The Mosaic Factory, in
Mitllerstrasse, should be seen. Outside the
arch of Maria Theresa, builtin 1765, at the end
of the Mariatheresienstrasse, at about 1 mile
from the arch, stands the large Abbey of
Wilten, or Wiltan, under the hill of Berg
Isel, where there is a restaurant, with shooting
ranges, belonging to the imperial regiment
of Jigers. In the grounds is a monument to
those killed in the Jtalian campaigns of 1848,
1849, and 1859.

At a short distance south-east of Innsbruck
is the Castle of Ambras, built in the thirteenth
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century, and formerly a residence of the
Archduke Ferdinand IL (1595) and his wife,
Philippina Welser. The famous collection
of antiquities was removed to Vienna in
1806, and is now called the *‘ Ambras
Museum.” Two miles south of the castle is
the village of Lans (Inn: Wilder Mann),
above which are tho heights called Lanser
Kopfe. This exeursion to Lans is one of the
easiest and most delightful in the neighbour-
hood. The following is a good round:—
Innsbruck to Ambras, 1 hour on foot (or by
omnibus), thence § hour to Lans, thence
4 bour to the Lanser Kopfe; return by Igels-
Yill, 1} hour. By this road also the traveller
may reach the Patscher Kofel, 7,260 feet,
about 14 miles from Innsbruck, from whence
there is & splendid view of the Brenner, of the
glacier mountains, and of the valley of Stubai.
Halfway to it is the little church of Heilig-
wasser, which should by all means be visited
for the view which it commands.

ROUTE 3.

FroM LANDECK TO MALS, BY THE PAss or
FINSTERMUNEZ AND THE RESOHEN SOHEI-
DEOK, 46 MiLes, :

Stellwagen, daily; time about 18 hours,
including stoppages of about 1 hour each at
Pfunds and Naanders. The Stellwagen goes
on to Meran, see Route 4.

After leaving Landeck (page 17) the road is
for some distance cut out of the rocks, which
here close upon the river, and ascends rapidly.
Highabove the road, at the distance of 3 miles
from Landeck, is the village of Fliess. About 5
miles from Landeck is the Pontlatzer Briicke,
by which the road crosses to the left bank.
At this point the Bavarians were defeated
with great loss by the peasants in 1703
and (it is said) in 1809. The road now tra-
verses a level plain, passing under the heights
of Ladis, and agsin crosses the river at Prutx

(Inn: Rose), & village 7 miles distant from
Landeck, lying on flat ground at the entrance
of the lateral valley called the Kau , at
the head of which is the glacier of Gepatsch.
High above the road, and opposite to the
Bridge of Prutz, rises the ruined Castle of
Ladis; above which are the primitive sulphur-
baths of Ober Ladis.

The post-station, 2 miles further on, is Ried
(Inns: Post, Maass), after passing which the
road again crosses the river at Tosens, and
shortly reaches Pfunds, 19 miles from Lan-
deck. Part of the village (Stuben) lies on
the right, and part on the left bank. The Post
hotel is tolerable. Grand views of North
Engadin and Oetzthal peaks. About 2 miles
beyond Pfunds the new road to the Finster-
miinz, which is one of the most beautifully
constructed of all the Alpine roads, crosses
the river to the right bank, and leaves the old
road, which continues on the left bank and
in the bottom of the ravine as far as the old
wooden bridge and tower of the Finstermiing.
The new road is cut out of the rocks almost
all the way to the new and most attractive
locking inn called Hoch Finstermiinz, fre-
quently resorted to as a sleeping place on this
road. On the ascent to it there are several
galleries pierced through projecting buttresses
of rock. At Hoch Finstermiinz the view of
the pass and the river rushing round the rocks
in its headlong course out of the Engadin is
hardly exceeded by any in the Alps. The
old tower and bridge of Finstermiinz can be
discerned in the depths of the ravine, lying
immediately below the level platform on
which the hotel is built. Three-quarters of
a mile from the hotel stands a large fort,
in a picturesque situation.  Enthusiastic
sketchers should avoid sketching forts here
or elsewhers abroad, as they may get into
considerable trouble by it. Hoch Finster-
miinz itself affords the best poing of view,

8,000 men of the Grisons beat twice that
number of the soldiers of Maximilian, This is
the head of the Vintschgau, so ealled from
its ancient inhabitants, the Vennonetes. In
the winter of 1854-5, the village of Burgeis,
under the mountains to the right, was more
than half destroyed. Immediately above Bur-
geis rises the Castle of Fiirstenberg, and on a
spur of the mountain behind it is seen the large
white Benedictine Convent of Marienberg,
behind which is the picturesque valley of

Schlinig. The tall red spire of Mals is now

seen to the left, and below Burgeis, in the

valley, the village of Latsch is visible. Two
miles further the road passes under a gate,
upon which is inscribed ¢ Markt Mals." It
may here be stated that there are four different
ranks of places in Tyrol, the highest being
“stadt,” or town ; the next ‘markt,” or mar. *
ket town; the third *dorf,” or village; and
the fourth * weiler,” or hamlet.

Mals is a considerable place, and was for-

merly & Roman station. Inns: The Post.

house affords excellent food and wine, and

clean beds; the Hirsch, and Bir. Mals is the

emporium of a large tract of country, including
the Miinsterthal, the greatest part of which
lies within the Swiss frontier. At the entrance
of Mals is the old round tower called the
Frohlichsburg. Among the excursions from
Mals are those to the Matsch and Schlinig
valleys. A path leads direct from Mals to
Matsch, but the prettiest way is undoubtedly
that by Schluderns and Kurburg. The
Matschthal is about 12 or 13 miles long, and
is worth exploring on account of its magni-
ficent preeipices and glaciers. There is a
dificult path lesding from Matsch, the only
village, 8 miles from Schluderns, over the
glaciers to the Schnalserthal in 6 hours.

ROUTE 4.

FroM MAvLs To MERAN, BY THE VINTSCHGAU,
87 Mimes; or 34} MiLEs BY soMk
AUTHORITIRS.

Stellwagen daily.  Time to Meran, 73
hours. Stopping place, Schlanders.

The valley is traversed by the Adige, the
German name of which is Etsch.

One mile from Mals (see p. 21) is the village
of Loatsch. Near it, on an isolated hill, is one
ofthe ancient churches of the Vintschgau, sup-
posed to occupy the site of a Roman temple.
The road then skirts the side of the hills all the
way to the post station of Eyrs. The old
fortified and still garrisoned town of Glurns
is seen in the bottom of the valley, with
its walls, red capped towers, and tall church.
Behind it is the opening of the Miinster-
thal, or valley of Santa Maria, with the

‘large village of St. Leonhard at its en-

trance, and Taufers, with its three castles
of Rotund, Reichenberg, and Hilf mir Gott,
a few miles farther up. At the village of
Schluderns, 33 miles from Mals, is the Jarge
Castle of Kurburg, which belongs to Count
Trapp. Just before reaching it a path leads
to the left up the Matscher Thal. From
this point of the road there is a veryfine view of
the Ortler Spitze, filling up the valley beyond
Prad. Alittle beyond the hamlet of Spondinig,
and 7 miles from Mals, the route of the Stelvio
divergesto the right,andasign-postdenotesthe
way, ‘“‘Nach Mailand.”” (After leaving the
route to Meran the Stelvio road immediately
crosses the Adige by a wooden bridge, and
proceeds directly across the valley to Prad.)
The next place on the road to Meran is Eyrs,
near -the Tachengler Hochwand (11,000£t.).
Foyrmiles further on is Laas, torgach whichthe

road inclines to the right. At the end of the
small valley which opens opposite the village,
the glaciers of the Laasthal, with the Laaser
Spitze, 10,800ft., are seen; a foot-path to the
baths diverges to the right from the village
street. White marble of excellent quality is
found between Laas and Latsch, 2 posts from
Meran. Most of the church monuments are
made of it, and large masses of it may gene-
rally be seen lying at both these places,
The principal quarry is at Goflan, beyond
Schlanders. The road now traverses a
gentle slope, and soon the elegant wooden
spire of Schlanders is seen in the valley to
the left. For the last 2 miles before reach-
ing Schlanders the descent is rapid. Be-
fore reaching Schlanders the pretty village
of Kortsch is passed. The road is bordered
by beautiful chestnuts. High on the rocks
above is the Castle of Schlandersberg.
Schlanders (Inns: Post, highly recom-
mended, and probably the best sleeping place
on this road; Weisses Kreuz) lies under the
abrupt mountains on theleftof the valley. The
vegetation now becomes more luxuriant, and
vines are seen upon every available ledge of
rock. They are not cultivated as on the Rhine,
but trained over wooden frames in the manner
almost universal on the south side of the
Alps. Three miles beyond Schlanders is
the Castle of Goldrain, with red capped
conical towers. A little further on the
valley of Martell, with the two Castles of
Montan on an eminence in its gorge, opens to
theright. There is a path up this valley by
which Sulden and its glaciers may be visited.
The next post station is Latsch, 17§ miles from
Meran, a neat village, with a large painted
church, situatedin the centre of the valley. Be-
low Latsch the valley goes down another step,
andthe descent to Castelbell is very steep. The
road crosses the Adige, and in 8 miles reaches
Castelbell, where there are the ruins of a castle
conanmed by firein 1842,and not since restored,
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I¥ THE TYROL AND VORARLBERG.

A small portion is still habitable, The owner
of it is Graf von Castelbell. Beyond it, at
the lower end of the village, is a good little inn
on the right of the road, where the stellwagen
from Meran to Mals stops for passengers to
dine. The next village is Staben, where the
street is partly covered in by vines trained
across it. The mountains on the right at this
point are fearfully barren and desolate-looking,
and it is quite a relief when the wild gorge
of the Schnalserthal breaks the dreary mon-
otony of their outline. The Schnalserthal
can now be ascended by this ravine, by the
now road as faras Neuratteis, thence ascending
and passing by the Oberjoch or Niederjoch
into the Oetzthal, guides being required for
this somewhat difficult route, to Imst (see
Route 2, page 18) in 24 to 3 days. Crowning
the heights over the ravine is the Castle of
Jufahl. Above Naturns, which is the next
post station, is the Castle of Hoch Naturns,
in a fair state of preservation, and opposite
to it the Castle of Dornberg. Then comes
Rabland, beyond which a path leads to
Partschins and the waterfall above it. Here
is the T6ll, which divides the Vintschgau from
the valley of the Adige, or Etschland. Ata few
miles from Meran the valley makes the third
and greatest step downwards, over which the
Adige tumbles in a seriesof furious cascades.
A stone bridge is crossed, and soon one of
the finest views in Tyrol bursts suddenly
on the traveller. Meran, the village and
Castle of Tyrol (from which the whole dis-
trict is named, up to 1363 the seat of the
old Counts of Tyrol, partly of the 11th cen-
tury, see page 26), the Castles of Dilrnstein,
Forst, Gaien, and Fragsburg, and a large
part of the valleys of the Adige and Pas-
soyer are visible. The road passes Forst,
where there is a brewery affording the best
beer in Tyrol. From this a straight road
leads to the Vorstadt of Meran,
Meoran, See pege 26,

ROUTE 5.

FromM MALS T0 BoRMIO IN THE VALTELIXE,
BY TrRAFOI AND THE WORMBERJOCH (STEL-
V10 Pass), 42 MiLEs,oR BY TAUFERS, MUN-
BTER, AND SANTA MARIA (MUNSTERTHAL).

Omnibus from Mals to Prad daily (service
suspended in winter), early in the morning,
arriving at Prad in time for the diligence
from Eyrs to Bormio, over the Stelvio Pass.
This leaves Prad between 7 and 8, and for
those who can walk, the pedestrian route
from Mals to Prad is preferable, being cnly
7 miles, with an inn at Lichtenberg, two-
thirds of the way to Prad. The diligence
service is suspended between 30th September
and the second week in July. The time
between Prad and Bormio is about 10§ hours,
stoppage for dinner being made at Franzens-
hohe, about 1 p.ra.

The way lies fram Mals (see p. 21) to Spon-
dinig by thelast route. One milefromthe junc-
tion of the roads at Spondinig lies Prad, a small
village, with two inns, the Alte and the Neue
Post. For pedestrians there is a short cut from
Mals to Prad, by Glurns and Agums, passing
under the extensive ruined Castle of Lichten-
berg. After leaving Prad the road ascends
the narrow ravine of the Prader, or Trafoier,
Bach, and in 2 miles reaches Stilfs, or Stelvio,
some of the houses lying close to the river,and
others with the church high up on the moun-
tain side. Beyond Beydewasser, or Gomagoi,
the valley of Sulden opens to the left, The
glacier is not visible from the road. There is
a station of carabineers at this village, where
the passports of persons coming from the
direction of Trafoi are inspected. Beyond the
village is a fortress, which was commenced in
1860, to close up the valley of Trafoi, now that
the Valteline has been ceded to Piedmont.
Another ravine is passed, and then a grand
panorama of the Ortler range opens, with tha

glacier of Trafoi at tho head of the -
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Eight miles from Prad is the village of Trafol,
where the two inns, Post and Zur Schonen
- Aussicht, are not unfrequently fall. Though
-the fare is homely, travellers may very plea-
santly spend a few days here in exploring the
many sights of this most romantic of valleys.
A little gallery at the back of the Post com-
mands a fine view of the valley of the three
springs from which the name Trafoi, or Trefoi,
(ad Tres Fontes) isderived. A path leads from
the back of the inn over the meadows and
through fir-woods to a little chapel a short
distance from the foot of the glacier, by the
side of which the Rhododendron hirsutum,
more brilliant in colour than that commonly
called the Alpenrose (Rhododendron ferru-
gineum), grows in great profusion. Opposite
to the chapel three waterfalls of nearly equal
height are seen izsuing from openings in the
rocks below the Madatsch Spitz. The scene
"at this point is quite unequalled for savage
" grandeur ; indeed, the view from the shores of
the Seealp See, in Appenzell, is almost its only
parallel. The ascent of the Ortler Spitze
(12,814 feet) and some other good excursions
can be made from here, reliable guides being
obtainable.

Above Trafoi the Stelvio makes many zig-
zags, and fine views are obtained from several
points of the road. Looking back, the traveller
will see the summit of the Weisskogel, the
highest mountain of the Oetzthal range. In
about 3% miles the glacier of Madatsch comes
in sight, and a mile further on the road reaches
Cantoniera del Bosco, a building destroyed by
fire in 1848. Immediately below the ruins lies
the glacier of Madatsch, within a stone’s-throw
of the road. About 5 miles from Trafoi lies
the inn of Pranzenshéhe, where the diligence
stops for dinner, and several excursions can
be made. There are experienced guides, and
various points, from 10,000 to 12,000 feet, may
be ascended with more or less difficalty. The

vatious passes, such as that to Sulden, are all

toilsome. A fine view, embracing the Oetz-
thal Ferner, the Madatsch Glacier, and the
Ortler, may be had by an ascent of two hours
to the Signalkoppe. Top of the pass and the
long lines of zigzags which lead to it are
visible. The fir-trees which have hitherto
bordered the road now cease utterly, and the
eye ranges over grass and grey rocks to the
magnificent snow slope sweeping down from
the Monte Cristallo. After passing the ruined
Casetta the road soon reaches the station
called Ferdinandshihe, and the column which
marks the division between Tyrol and Lom-
bardy. This bears the inscription—* Confine,
territorio Lombardo, territorio Tirolese, metri
2,814.” (Thisis 55 feet too high.) From
this point the Ortler Spitze is in full view
from summit to base. The top of it appears
flat, but on one side rises a little peak, which
is the highest point. The road after passing
the boundary immediately begins to descend ;
800 feet below the top of the pass, on grass-
covered slopes, stands the (at u distance) most
imposing post station of Santa Maria. It
is placed upon the ridge dividing the Wormser
Joch and the valley of Santa Maria, or
Miinsterthal. At this point the Ranunculus
glacialis grows in great quantities. There is
a view down into the Miinsterthal on the right.

After leaving Santa Maria, where is the
Italian custom-house, and passports are ex-
amined, the road descends into the almost level
plain of the Braulio, where there used to be
a small lake, and aftor passing under a wooden
gallery, reaches in 3} miles the top of the
zigzags of Spondalunga, whence there is a
view into the savage chasm called the Wormser
Loch. The long rows of galleries in the
ravine, with their openings, like the embrasures
of a casemated fortress, are distinctly visible.
Between the foot of the zigzags of Sponda-
lunga and Bormio are no less than seven such
galleries, which are partly built and partly

excavated in the rock. A little favther on
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the River Adda is seen tumbling from a cavern
in the opposite precipice.

Before reaching Bormio the old baths are
seen below the road to the right. There is
good plain accommodation to be found at them,
The Bagnl Nuovi are lower down, the bathing
establishment being a handsqme building with
every accommodation for a lengthened stay.

Bormio,
about 13 mile still lower, has two inns, the
Posta being the best. The baths are mostly
frequented in July and August. Some
difference will now be found in the prices of the
hotels, those in Tyrol being, as arule, moderate.
The Lake of Como may be reached in ome
day from Bormio, down the Val Tellina,
by Bolladore, Tirano, Madonna del Tirano.
Inn: San Michele, comfortable. Diligence
from here to Sondrio, rail from Sondrio to
‘Morbegno and Colico.

From Madonnz del Tirano there is a road
to Poschiavo, and over the Bernina pass to
Pontresina and Samaden, in the Engadin. On
the Lake of Poschiavo is the excellent bath-
house and pension of La Prese. The Swiss
frontier is only a mile from Madonna. From
_Samaden there is a good road down the
.Engadin to Martinsbruck and Nauders, by
Zutz, Zernetz (where the Val di Fuorn opens),
and Schals,

Bormio may also be reached from Mals by
the Miinsterthal in about 9 hours. It was
first proposed to carry the road from Tyrol to
the Valteline by this route, instead of crossing
the elevated ridge between Trafoi and Santa
Maria, by which 800 feet of elevation and
many engineering difficulties would have been
avoided, but the Swiss refused to cede any
part of their territory for the purpose.

The road leaves Mals, passing by the old
castle, and in about 1 mile reaches St. Leon-
hard, where there are several interesting

chiirehes, at the very entrance of the Miinster-
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thal, Tt soon afterwards crosses the river,
and traverses a stony and desolate tract, com-
manded by a small block-house, capable of
mounting two guns. Two hours from Mals is
Taufers (there is another Taufers in the
Ahrenthal, page 87), a large village. Above
it is the Castle of Reichenberg, at a great
elevation; lower down, the isolated tower
called * Hilf mir Gott;” and beyond, on a
lower eminence, the extensive Castle Rotand.

After Taufers the road enters Switzerland,
and continues in it until within a mile of
Santa Maria on the Stelvio. It is 8 hours’
walk from Mals to Miinster, 1 hour more to
Santa Maria in the Miinsterthal, and 4 more
to Santa Maria on the Stelvio; in the last 4
hours the ascent is great.

There is a road from Santa Maria in the
Miinsterthal to Zernetz in the Engadin, by
the pass of Buffalora, a distance of about 24
miles. The principal places are Valcave, on
the Miinsterthal side, and Fuldera, on the side
of the Engadin. The elevation of the pass is
6,686 feet, according to Ball.

ROUTE 6.

FroM MERAN TOo BorzEN, 17 MiLEs.

By railway, 192 miles; or 17 miles by
road; down the Etsch, or Adige. The stations
are Untermais, Lana, Gargazon, Vilpian, Ter-
lan, Siebeneich, Sigmundskron, and Botzen.

Meran (Stat) Hotels: Habsburger Hof
(close to the station); Hotel and Pension
Hassfurther; Erzherzog Johann; Graf von
Meran; Tyroler Hof. Cheaper; Sonne; Pension
Villa Regina,  Pensions—3% florins per day.

English Church Service.

Beautifully situated on the Passer Bach,
about one mile above its junction, near Mar-
ling, with the Adige. It is one of the most
charming towns in Tyrol, and & most agreeabls
place for a residence. The climate is v-



mild, and it is gradually rising into repute as a
winter residence for persons with chest com-
plaints, It is also visited in spring for the
Molken (whey) Kur, and in autumn for the
Trauben Kur, or grape cure, Being nearly
surrounded by mountains of great height,
it is almost entirely protected from the cold
winds of spring. Its elevation above the sea
does not exceed 1,000 feet.

A large stone dyke (die Mauer), erected to
defend the town from the attacks of the
Passerbach, has been planted with trees,
and turned into an agreeable promenade;
there is also a handsome Kurhaus and Kur-
garten, and other walks snd promenades,
maintained by a small tax levied upon
strangers (see p. 27). The principal street
for shops is the Laubengasse, or “Unter den
Lauben,” as it is always called. In this street
is the Burg, formerly the residence of the
Counts of Tyrol; admission, 30 kr. The
church is a fine building, with a tall tower,
and has a good altar-piece by Knoller. Behind
it, steps lead up to the hill, which commands
the town, and a beautiful view of the Adige
Valley, the Ultenthal, and ‘the Gampen and
Mendola.

In the Rennweg is the house where Andreas
Hofer spent the night as a prisoner on the
road to Mantua.

The Ezcursions from Meran are numerouns
and interesting. Among them are those to
Gaien Castle, the Naifthal, and Vernauner, by
Obermais (4 hours) ; Fragsburg, a castle high
above Burgstall (3 hours) ; Lebenberg (where
there is a pension at 8 florins per day), a
large castle on the opposite side of the Adige (8
hours); Schionna (fee 1 fl.), formerly belonging
to the Archduke John, and now to his son, the
Graf von Meran; the Lakes of the Spronser-
thal, a most interesting but fatiguing walk of
15 hours. The only houses on the last men-

tioned routo are a farm-houso af Langvall, |
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3} hours from Meran, a few chalets, and the
Meran Club Hut. The village and castle
of Tyrol, on the Kiichelberg, with a fine
chapel and grand prospect, returning by
Diirnstein and the village of Gratsch (3%
hours). There is also the excursion to St.
Martin and the Am Sand Wirthhaus, the birth-
place of Andreas Hofer (see p. 28), for those
who do not intend to cross either the Jaufen
to Sterzing (see p. 28), or the Timbler Joch
into the Oetzthal ; this excursion will occupy
9 hours to go and return.

Opposite Burgstall, below Meran, is the
opening of the Ultenthal. From Meran to
Rabbi-bad is a walk of 10 to 12 hours, some
say 13 hours. A path leads from Meran across
the meadows to the Adige Bridge at Marling ;
thence over the shoulder of the Eichberg, by
Tscherms, and beneath the Castle of Leben-
berg, to the entranca of the valley.

Below, at the entrance of the gorgs of ths
Yalschauer Bach, are the Baths of Lana (Inn:
Rdssl); above the village is the Castle of
Braunsberg. From the Eichberg the way
leads up the north side of the valley to
(1 stunde) the ruins of the Castle of Eschenloh,
lying in the middle of the valley, above a
gorge of the Valschauer. (4 stunde) St. Pan-
kraz, the principal village; a road leads to the
left to the much frequented bath called Mit-
terbad. (1 stunde) St. Walburga. (1 stunde)
Koppelwies, formerly a hunting seat, stand-
ing in the widest part of the valley. (1 stunde)
St. Nikolans; thence over charming Alpine
meadows to St. Gertrud (a poor inm), the
highest village in Ulten, where the valley
divides into two branches; the left branch
leads over the Kirchberger Joch (8,180 feet)
in 6 hours to Rabbi (four inns). See p. 82.

Among the mountains conspicuous in the
pass is the Nagelspitz. The highest on the
right side of the valley is the beautiful snow-
clad peak called the Hasenohr-spitz, which
divides Ultenthal from Martelithal. From
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St. Gertrud to Martell, over the mountains,
is & walk of 5 hours.

One of the best views in the neighbourhood
of Meran is that from above the bridge of the
Passer, which commands the town, with the
Passeyerthor in the foreground, and in the
distance Lebenberg, and the opening of the
Ultenthal to the right, Fragsburg and Katzen-
stein to the left, and in the centre the beautiful
peak of the Mendola range, which divides the
valley of the Adige from the Val di Sole, and
directly faces Botzen. Just beyond the bridge
is Zenoburg, a castle on a high rock.

There are many lodging-houses of the best
kind to be found in the town. * The price of a
suite of from four to six rooms is from 60 to
80 florins per month. There are also rooms to
be hired at Schlosswinkel and other houses in
Obermais, on the opposite side of the Passer-
bach. In all cases it is best to have a written
agreement, carefully drawn up, to avoid mis-
takes and inconvenience.

Kurtaxe. All strangers staying more than
three days, not on business, 1 florin per week;;
with a reduction for a longer stay.

In all excursions about Meran (if of any
length) it is well to take provisions, as the
commissariat of the small inns in the neigh-
bourhood is too precarious to be relied on.

The rail and road follow nearly the same
route.

The road to Botzen crosses the Passerbach,
and passes through Untermais (8tat.), where
there is a large frescoed portico to the church.
Before reaching Burgstall, and 3 miles below
Meran, the Castle of Fragsburg, with Katzen-
stein beneath it, is visible on a high rock to the
left, and still higher up, and nearer to Meran,
the church of St. Katharine is seen perched
upon & depression in the mountain range. At
Burgstall a gad disaster occurred in August,
1860. A storm burst over the mountain
immedistely ahoveit, and all the space between

the mountains and the Adige was overwhelmed
with sandy earth and stones; fortunately,
there were not many of the latter. The line
here follows the old bed of the river, utilised
for the purpose. Opposite to Burgstall the
Ultenthal opens to the right. Past Lana
(8tat.) on to Gargazon (8tat.), near the
Aschlertmch, and to Vilpian (8tat.), on the
Moltenbach, about half way to Botzen,
where a conveyance runs to ¢he Ultenthal.
The Castle of Manltasch is seen on a
high rock. Margaret Maultasch, by whows
marriage Tyrol became one of the possessions
of the House of Hapsburg, was born at Pcters-
berg, a castle visible from Silz, in the Ober-
Innthal. The Castleof Hohen Eppan may now
be seen projecting from the mountain outline
on the opposite side of the Adige, and facing
Botzen. After Terlan (8tat.), where the hest
‘Tyrolese wines are grown (the old leaning
church spire was taken dowp 1884, to avert
danger), the extraordinary Castle of Greifen-
stein is seen perched up upon an apparently
inaccessible rock, 1,250 feet above the road
near Siebeneich (8tat.). A visit to it forms
one of the most agreeable among the many
excursions from Botzen (see Route 8).
Sigmundskron (8tat.) is overlooked by its
Castle (page 80.)

Gries, near Botzen, possesses four large
first-class hotels with gardens, and also smaller
hotels. Apartments may be had, The
position is sheltered, and there is a Kurhaus,
with restaurant, &e. The Dolomite Moun-
tains of the Grodnerthal are visible from
Gries, and in fine weather glitter in the sunset
like burnished copper. The mildness of its
climate admits of a free and wild growth
of cactus and pomegranates, Accordingly it
is thought favourable as a winter residence
for consumptive patients. A path leads
by the supposed Roman tower called the
¢ Drusus Thurm” into the Sarnthal, across a
wooden bridge by the old Castle of St. Anthon,



‘now forming part of a large mill. (For Sarn-
thal, see Route 8.) The road is now enclosed
by high walls, and in a mile and & half the
traveller orosses the Talferbach by a long
‘wooden bridge, and enters the narrow streets

of Botzen.
ROUTE 7. .

FroM MERAN TO STERZING, ON THE BREXNER
ROAD, BY THE PASSEYERTHAL AND PAss oF
THE JAUFEN.

The scenery of the Passeyerthal is not in
itself very interesting, but it must ever be
regarded by travellers with interest, con-
taining as it does the dwelling of the brave
and unfortunate Hofer, and being the place
where the greater part of his life was passed
in peaceful pursuits, until he was summoned
to the defence of his country by the events
of 1808. The road up the valley is a mere
‘bridle-path, for which horses may be hired at
Meran. The distance is not less than 30 miles,
viz.:—10 to 8t. Martin, 12 to the Sandwirth’s
(Hofer’s) House, 13} to St. Leonhard, 22 to the
summit of the Jaufen, and 30 to Sterzing.
Beds may be had at Saltaus, St. Martin, or
St. Leonhard.  Carrier (Gepacktriiger) from
Meran to St. Leonhard, 1if.., from there to
Sterzing, 81.

The path leaves Meran by the Passeyer-
thor, ‘passes the Castle called Zenoburg,
and ascends until a post marked * Nach Tirol
und Passeyer” is reached. There are two
roads to Saltaus, one in the valley and the
other high up through Riffian, which is the
best of the two. The distance from Meran to
Saltaus is 6} miles. The inn of Saltaus js
very cheerful, and at a distance looks like a
chateau. At about one-third of the distance
from Meran to Saltaus, the ravine of the

. Spronserthal opens to the left. Opposite to
it is the Castle of Schonna. After passing

Saltans the road takes to the bottom of the

valley, and crosses the Passeyerbach many

times by ricketty-looking wooden bridges.

N
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This part of the road is very Hable to be
destroyed by thunderstorms bursting over any
of the neighhouring hills, and bringing down
in an instant some ueually insignifieant brook.

8t. Martin, on the right bank of the river,
is a pretty-looking village with painted houses.
Each house has a kind of rude oriel window
looking into the street of the village, a style
of building common to all the central part of
Tyrol, but mostly to be observed at Sterzing,
Matrey, on the Brenner, and here.

Two miles beyond 8t. Martin, and 12 from
Meran, stands a solitary house on a gravelly
spot (an Sand) close to the river. This was
Andreas Hofer's, commonly called the Sand-
wirth's House, and it remains almost un-
altered. Close by is the Hoferkapelle. Here
portraits and various souvenirs of Hofer may
be seen. The place is still an inn, though
not kept by any of Hofer’s family, and affords
very good quarters. The grayling taken from
the Passeyerbach are excellent. Opposite the
door is a shooting place, at which *a fest” is
periodically held. On the mountain above,
called the Kellerlahn, at a short distance, is
a chalet, where Hofer concealed himself
until he was betrayed to the French in 1810;
and near it, but higher up, the Pfandlerhiitte,
where Hofer was captured in 1810. A mile
and a half beyond is 8t. Leonhard, the prin.
cipal place of the valley, which is a little over
one-third of the distance from Meran to
Sterzing. Here the valley divides, that on
the left leading to the Timbler-Joch and
the Oetzthal, that on the right to Sterzing,
by the Jaufen Pass. The walk from St.
Leonhard to Sterzing, one-half of which is
ascent, will take 7 hours. The elevation
of the pass is 6,870 feet. The way from St.
Leonhard to Sterzing lies up the Waltenthal.
It is about 2 stunden to the foot of the pass, 2
more to the top, after reaching which the
traveller will require 8 hours more to
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teach Sterzing, There is a small place at
the top of the pass where food may be
|obtained, but it is best to take a sufficient
|supply frum Meran or St, Leonhard. A guide

(1) At the head of them allmust undoubtedly
Je placed a visit to the Sarnthal, or valley of
ke Talfer. Thisis an extraordinary ravine, up
rhich a road is practicable for one-horse car-
liages. To explore it as far as the Mackner

essel (a chaos of enormous rocks) will take

hours. Provisions may be obtained at the

Ilhaus, where there is a small restaurant,

d a gate across the ravine, where a toll is

vied both on carriages and foot passengers
maintaining the road.

' After leaving St. Anton, where the road

es in from Gries, first Schloss Runkel-
E“’ on a rock towering above the road to
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the right, is passed, and then Schloss Ried,
in the middle of the valley, with Rafenstein
towering high above it. £chloss Runkelstein
belongs to the Emperor; has been thoroughly
renovated, and may be inspected. Shortly
afterwards a rock crowned with ruins juts
out, and & small waterfall dashes down the
sides of the ravine, which here close in so
much that the road has been excavated out
of the rocks, which completely overhang it.
Looking back, the traveller will obtain one
of the finest views to be seem in the
ravine, and the artist a scene most worthy
of his pencil. Then comes the Zollhaus,
and finally & place near the Church of St..
Johann am Kofel where the gorge is so
narrow that the road is carried along over the
river on beams morticed into the rocks on each
side. The principal place in the valley is
Sarnthein, where there is a good inn. The
distance from Botzen to Sarnthein (/nn:
Schweizer) is 4 stunden, height 8,200 feet.
From Sarnthein the traveller has the choice
of tworoutes, as he can either go to Meran by
the Kreuz Joch and Hafling, & fine walk of
5 hours, or by the Penserthal and Joch to
Sterzing (not so fine a route) in 6 hours.

Toascend the valley and enjoy the view from
the Sarner Scharte, one of the finest in Tyrol,
will take full 16 hours to go and return,

(2) The excursion to Oberbotzen, the sum-
mer resort of the inhabitants of Botzen, who
go there to enjoy the * Sommerfrisch,” on the
hill of the Ritten, and to which a new road has
been constructed, will occupy about & hours,

(3) Barth Pyramidsand Village of Lengmoos
At the village of Rentsch, 1 mile from Botzen,
up the valley of the Eisak, and on the road to
Brixen, a path turns sharply to the left, and
leads in 4 hours to Lengmoos and its earth
pyramids. ‘The road is at first very steep.
The views into the valley of the Eisak from
it are very grand. Opposite the Church
and Convent of Pnter-Inn, a fine vigw of the



Bchlern and other Dolomite Mountains is ob-
tained. The Schlern is & large flat-topped
mountain, with two rugged peaks of rock
under its left side. It may be easily ascended,
on the side of Seisser Alp (8% hours’ walk from
Campidello, peges 89 and 42, and a good
district for the botanist). The Seisser Alp
is 5,900 feet high, a large pasture, with
numerous chalets and hay sheds, accessible
from Atzwang, pages 81 and 33, or by carriage
from Botzen to Steg, whence is a steep moun-
tain path to Vols; from here a charming walk
leads to the Seisser Alp. See also page 39.

The Schlern is 8,405 feet high; it can be
ascended in 8} hours from the Seisser Alp.
The view takes in the Ortler, Gross Glockner,
Venediger, and the Great Dolomite district of
the Fassa Thal. A guide is required.

The inn at Klobenstein or Lengmoos will
afford excellent accommodation during the hot
weather of July and August. Its elevation is
nearly 4,000 ft. Visitors are taken in pension
at a cheap rate per day. Half a mile beyond
Lengmoos are the famous Earth Pyramids,

* which stand together in a vast crowd at the
head of the valley of the Finsterbach, which
descends precipitously into the valley of the
Eisak. A road has been constructed round
them to Lengstein, on the opposite side of
the valley, whence there is a path to Atzwang,
on the Eisak, 9 miles from Botzen, and the
first post station on the road to Brixen. Earth
pyramids are not uncommon'in the valley of
the Eisak, but nowhere do they exist in
such a stupendous array as at the head of
the valley of the Finsterbach, near Lengmoos.

(4)..8igmundskron, near the station (page 27),
is a large castle, chiefly in ruins, on a huge rock
overhanging the Adige, which is crossed by a
bridge at ita base. It is one of the finest, if not
the very finest, castle in Tyrol, and will afford
much gratification to the artist. Below it, and
elose to the highroad to Kaltern,is a restaurant,
It will take about 1 hour to walk from Botzen

to the castle, and fully 8 hours to go, see the
castle, and return to Boteen,

(5.) The Castle of Hohen Eppan,about Smiles
from Botzen, should also be visited, as from
its great altitude it commands a 1n0st extensive
view. The way to it lies past Sigmundskron,
and the small ruined Castles of Wari and
Altenburg. The road to Kaltern is kept as
far as the village of St. Paul, where there is a
fine church, much disfignred by modern altera-
tions, and from which a path leads in §
hours over the steep range of the Mendola to
Fondo, in the valley of Non, or Nonsberg.
The road to Hoch Eppan turns to the right
past the church, and descends a hill. About
a mile from St. Paul a footpath leads to the
left through vineyards, skirts the rock on
which another castle called Eppan is placed,
and ascends to Hoch Eppan, at first through
splendid beech-woods, and afterwards through
pines. From the point of rock on which the
castle stands, Meran, and the Passeyerthal,
the town and valley of Botzen, and the valley
of Kaltern, are to be seen.

(6) It is an excursion of about 4 hours from
Botzen to the Castle of Greifenstein, which may
be ascended by & path from Siebeneich, or by
another path leading over the shoulder of the
mountain from behind the church at Gries. The
very summit of the rock on which the castle
stands, inaccessible as it appears from below,
may easily beattained. Thedistancefrom Gries
to the castle is about 3 miles, of for the most
part very steep ascent. The path lies at first
over bare rocks, and is dreadfully exposed to
thesun, but afterwards through pleasant woods,
and past a red-spired church, round the head
of a deep ravine, to the back of the castle rock,
which springs boldly out of the mountain side.
This castleis locally known as the Sauschloss,
from an incident in one of the sieges.

(7) Kastelruth, or Castelruth (/ns: Lamb)
is avillage in an exquisite situation, about 5
hours from Botzen, 8,890 feet above ses, high
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- the left bank of the Eisak; thence it is
it 8 hours to 8t.

BorzEN To TRENT
(PART oF THE BRENNER LINE).

Railway to Branzoll, Auer, Neumarkt,
alurn, St. Michele, and Lavis. Trains
requently,in 1} to 24 hours. The distance
s about 35 English miles. The line forms
iart of the direct route over the Brenner
‘see Route 11) from Miinich to Verona, the
ower portion of which, from Trent to
Roveredo, will be found on page 48. Express
from Botzen to Verona in 3} to 4} hours.

Afterleaving Botzen (8tat.), asin Route8,
the railway crosses the Eisak by a skew
bridge,justabove the old wooden bridge,and
skirts the base of the Calvarienberg. At this
point there is barely room between the rock
and river for the road to the Calvarienberg,
the railway, and the road to Trent, which
haveall to beaccommodated in a verynarrow
space, The railway then runs in a direct
line down the almost level valley to Branzoll,
9 miles from Botzen. After passing Auer

81
(Italian, Ora) it crosses the Adige by & sub-
stantial stone bridge. The little lake called

the Kalterer See is seen through the trees to
the right; it is not much above the level of
the valley. The next station is Neumarkt
{Italian KEgna), under Mont Grimm. At
Salurn, the last Austrian village, witha large
castle beautifully situated (formerly the
key of the pass), the valley becomes very
desolate. High limestone precipices shut
it in on either side, and from its low level
it is subject to constant inundations of the
river. At 8t. Michele (Stat.) the valley of
Non opens to the right, with the villages of
Mezzo Lombardo and Mezzo Tedesco at its
entrance (see Route 10). (Above the upper
village (Deutsch Metz) is a cavern, which is
occupied by a large castle called Kronmetz,
and beyond the Torre della Visione towering
high above the narrow defile called La
Rocchetta. Those who donot intend to visit
the whole of the valley of Non, should at
least explore it as far as the Rocchetta, a
short drive from St. Michele. There is a
bridge between Salurn and Mezzo Tedesco.)
The railway next crosses the Avisio, the
torrent issuing from the Val di Cembra at
the village of Lavis, at its very mouth, close
to the Adige, and in 3} miles enters the
station of Trent (see p. 49), near to the end
of a causeway formed from the Contrada
Lunga, over the old course of the Adige.
For those who wish to go by road,avoiding
the valley of the Adige, there is a road to
Salurn from Botzen, by Sigmundskron,
St. Paul, St. Michael, Kaltern (Inn:
Rossl, or Horse), and the Kalterer See to
Auer, Neumarkt, and Salurn. The situation
of Kaltern, a town celebrated for its trade
in wines, is the most beautiful on this route.
The distance from Botzen to Salurn by this
route is about 22 miles, and it is much
pleasanter than the road going by the marshy
valley of the Adige, which below Botzen
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becomes very uninteresting, and ddes not
improve till Branzoll is passed, where the
Etseh begins. Theold post-road from Botzen
to Branzoll keeps under the hills to the left
of the valley, and is & little longer than the
railwey. Four miles from Botzen, on this
road, is the village of Leifers, once known for
extremeinsalubrity;the valley, however, has
been drained, and brought into cultivation,
and the health of the district hasof late years
greatly improved. Fine crops of corn and
maize may now be seen growing here—
formerly the only produce was reeds and

coarse grass.
ROUTE 9a.

TrE VALLEYS OF NoN (OR ANNOXE) AND BoLE
(called respectively in German, Nons-
berger and Sulzberger Thal).

These are two of the most interesting of
the valleys of the Italian Tyrol, and they
may be reached either by the entrance of the
Val di Non, near Trent, or from Meran or
Botzen, bythe passes of Gampen or Mendola.

Stellwagen from St. Michéle to Mal®, and
another from Mal? to Cles, in the Valdi Non,
where the valley of Sole joins the valley of
Non. From St. Michele (Stat) to Mezzo
Lombardo is about 1} mile (omnibus). The
ruins of the Castle of Kronmetz are seen in
the mouth of & cave above Mezzo Tedesco.
The road now enters a deep ravine called La
Rocchetta. The nextvillages are Dercolo and
Denno, then the Castle of Corona, and after
winding through another deep ravine the
road passesthevillage of Tuenno,andshortly
afterwards reaches Cles. Cles is just half-
way between Mezzo Tedesco and Malg, the
principal town of the valley of Sole, and is
about 15 miles from each of them. The road
to Fondo, in the valley of Non, leads direct
from the pass of the Rocchetta. There is
8 path from Cles to Kaltern and Botzen,

over the Mendola, 4,470 feet (7% hours), in

view of the Dolomite Mountains. The prin-
cipal place between Cles and Mal? is Caldes.
Not far from Cles, at the junction of the
valleys, the view is- superb. Just before
reaching Mald a side valley turns off to the
right, which leads in 2} hours to the baths
of Rabbl, a place at a great elevation, and
much frequented for its mineral waters,
which are said to resemble Seltzer water.
From these baths Meran may be reached in
one day by the Ultenthal. There is another
path from Rabbi, over a glacier calledt he
Gramser Ferner, into the valley of Martell,
and thence to Latsch or Schlanders ; for the
first of these a guide is desirable, and for
the latter indispensable. About 16 miles
fromMal isPejo, from which an exceedingly
difficult pass (for which a very good guide
is absolutely necessary) leads in a long day
to Santa Catharina, 5§ hours from Bormio
in the Valteline. The road from Malé to
Fucine continues over the Tonale Pass to
Edolo, in the Val Camonica. * The height
of the pass is variously stated at from 6,160
to 6,483 feet, the latter according to Baryr’s

ROUTE 10.
BorzEN To Brixex, BY THE KUNTERSWXG.
Now traversed by the Brenner line of
rail (see page 86). The stations are :—

Blumau Klausen
Atzwang Brixen
Waidbruck

This is the road by which the pass of the
Brenner is approached from the south. No
defile in the Alps contains scenery of more
exquisite beauty than that to be seen between
Botzen and Klausen on this route.

Theroad through thedefilebet ween Botzen
and Kollman iscalled theKuntersweg,from a
supposed citizen of Botzen, who constructed
it in the fourteenth century. The road
passes along the right bank of the Eisak,
passes Rentsch, whence there is a path to

N THE TYROL AXD VORARLBERG:

Lrengmoos (see page 29),and below theCastle
of Karneid, situated at the entrance of a
pretty ravine, crosses to the left bank. The
porphyry rooks on each side of the defile are
now nearly perpendicular, and of great
height. A little before reaching Atzwang,
where there is a nice inn, the river is again
crossed. AtAtzwang (8tat.) the Finsterbach
joins the Adige, and the Seisser Alp eomes
into view. Above the village the Church of
Lengstein may be seen to the left high up on
the mountain side. From this to the earth
pyramids of Lengmoos will take 2} hours.
The valley now becomes alittle wider. The
distance from AtzwangtoXollman is5miles.
Inn, at Atzwang, the Post; at Kollman, the
Kreuz. Two miles from Atzwang a bridge
crossesthe Eisak, and a finger-post indicates
the road to Kastelruth and St. Ulrich, an
excursion well worth making, as it com-
mands the best view of the extraordinary
shapes of the Dolomite Mountains visible
from the valley of the Adige, of which Lang
Kofel, afew miles from St. Ulrich, is one of
the most remarkable. Above Kollman,
where there is a comfortable inn, rises
on the opposite side of the Eisak the
extensive and picturesque Castle of Trost-
burg. On the hill above it is a tall tower
connected with it by a stone causeway.
The carriage road to the Gridnerthal leaves
the high road nearly oppositetotheold post-
house, half a mile beyond the village. At the
entrance of the ravine is the picturesque
village of Waidbruck (8tat.) The distance
to St. Ulrich is 9 miles (see Route 13); the
road is steep, and skirts the Gridnerbach
for the entire distance. Bruneck may be
reached in two days by the Grédnerthaland
Gaderthal. The people of the Gridnerthal
excel in wood carvings; many of the cheap
figures of animals, cut out of the white wood
of the Pinus Cembra, and to be seen in every
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Kollman to Kiausen the distance is nearly

6 miles ; and some miles before reaching the
village the nunnery of Sében is seen on its

commanding rock, 700 feet above the river.

Klausen (8tat.)—Hotels: Lamm and Post—

consists for the most part of one longstreet,

and is surmounted by theruins of the ancient.
Castle of Branzoll.In the nunnery of Sében,

whichrises highabove the street, is a crucifix

to the memory of a nun who, in 1809, threw

herself from the height to escape from the

French, who were pursuing her. The Dolo-
mitg Mountains are seen. The distance to

Brixen is 7 miles.

Brixen (8tat.), called in Italian Bressa-
none, was formerly the chief town of the
Prince Archbishop of Brixen ; itis at present
the seat of the bishop, and one of the chief
towns of the circle of the Pusterthal, of
which Bruneck is the capital. Population,
4,800, It®contains a fine cathedral, with a
good painting by Schoff, but is by no means
a lively looking place. The principal hotel
is the ‘ Elephant,” plain enough to be seen
by the huge-elephant depicted upon its walls.
There is also an hotel called ‘‘zur Sonne,’’
with large airy rooms, and fare by no means
to be despised. Neither of them are dear;
the Sun, however, is the cheaper of the two,
and is resorted to by the country people;
another is the Goldnes Kreuz. It is also
the chief stopping place of the stellwagen.

ROUTE 11.
BrixeN To INNSBRUCK, BY THE BRENKER
PAss, AND THE BRENNER RAILwWAY.

Distance, equal to about 50 English miles.
The principal stations are StErzixG, FRAN-
ZENSFESTE (Where the Brumeck line turns
off), BRENNER, and MATREI, Sterzing and
Matrei are good sleeping places, (See below
for other stations.) '

In August, 1867, thisnew line of railway
was opened from Innsbruck, over the Bren-

toy-shop window, are carved there. From
c

ner Pass, togouth Tyrol and Verona; forme
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ing one of the most remarkable railway

undertakings in Europe, and the best way

of access from England through sotth-west

Germany to Venice, Trieste, Egypt, and
«India. It mhay be considered as the pioneer

of the great mountain routes, of which the

St. Gotthard forms so striking an example;

The timé required from Iinnsbrick to
Verona by express is 74 hours. Time from
Innsbruck to Botzen (express), 4 hours,
80 miles.

" The gradient is steeper on the German
than on the Italian side, being, for 20 miles
on the Innsbruck incline, above 1 in 35 or
39. Height of Pass, 4,330 feet above the ses.

This new line of rail has rendered the
exploration of the fine parts of the Tyrol
much more easy. Thus,to a traveller de-
scending from the Engadin, in the Grisons,
to the Finstermiinz Pass, on the Inn, an
easy and a delightful access to Innsbruck
and Salzburg is optned up by reaching
Botzen through Meran, dnd taking the
Brennerbahn from Botzen to Innsbruck ;
or, if he wishes to have a peep at Italy, he
can first diverge at Botzen, pass down to
Trent and Venice, and then, returning,
cross the Brenner to north Tyrol. Distances
from St. Moritz, in the Upper Efigadin,
through the Finstermiinz Pass, and Meran
to Botzen—St. Moritz to Ponte, 3 hours;
Ponte to Botzen, 46 leagues, or 138 miiles ;
Ponte to Zernetz, 4} leagues, or 13} miles;
Zernetz to Mtinster, 6§ leagues, or 20}
miles; Miinster to Schlanders, 11§ leagues,
ot 343 miles; Schlanders to Meran, 7
ledgues, or 21 miles; Meran to Botzen,
6 léagues, or 18 miles.

Private carriage can be taken from

St. Moritz to Zernetz.

Diligenee from Zernetz to Miinster, daily,
in 6 hours. Stellwagen from Taufers, near

Mtinster, to Schlanders; Stellwagen from
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the Kreuz Inn at Schlanders to Méran in
4 hours, starting early in the morning.
Diligenee also from Schuls-Tarasp to
Nsauders, connecting with diligence from
Landeck to Mals.

You can also reach Botzen from Landeck,
by stellwagen, daily, through Mals to Meran
—Meran to Botzen by rail five times a day.
The inns bn the road are tolerably good.

BRIXEN 10 INNSBRUCK BY TRE OLD PosT
Roap.

This is by far the most interesting way.
The road ascends gently towards the ravine
of ihe Eisak, which contracts suddenly.
Two miles from Brixen the road to the Baths
of Schalders turns to the left. The Castle of
Wolkenstein, with its tall ruined tower, is a
very conspicuous object. A little beyond to
the left is theVahrner Bad. Attheentrance
of the Brixen er Klause (defile) stands the
fortress called Franzensfeste (8tat.), finished
in 1838, to command the gorge of the Eisak
leading up to the Brenner Pass. Its case-
mated batteries are said to mount nearly 150
guns. The bridge which here spans the
chasm through which the Eisak rushes is
called the Ladritsclier Brucke. At this point
there was a desperate encounter between
the Tyrolese under Joseph Haspinger, the
Capuchin, and the French and their allies
under Marshal Lefebvre, on Aug. 4th, 1809,
in which the latter were defeated, with a
loss of 1,200 men. Between Mittewald and
Oberau is a place called the ** Sachsen-
klemme,’’ where half a Saxon regiment was
captured. A little past the fortress a road
runs to join the road from Brixeh to Bruneck
and the Pusterthal, near the village of Unter-
Vintl. The Brenner road runs to the left
of the fortress, passes the hamlet of Oberau,
and in 9% miles frorh Brixen reaches

Mittewald, where there is a comfortable
inn, which affords & good sleeping place
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IN THE TYROL AND VORARLBERG.

for travellers who might think the journey
from Innsbruck to Brixen too long for
one day’s work. Above the door of the
post house several fragments of cannon
balls have been built into the wall. ¢ Zur
Erinnerung an die Gefechte vom 2 April,
1797, und vom 5 August, 1809.”> On a marble
tablet on the stairs leading to the upper
storey aresomelines stating that the Wirths-
haus was built by Ignaz Pretz and Krescenz
Hofer, and ending with the following
stanza :—

*Kinder! Euch zum Angedenken,
Bauten wir die Wohnung auf,
‘Wollten unsre Lieb’ Euch schenken,
Ehe wir schlicssen unsern Lauf.
Vorgeriickt an Lebens Jahren,
Manche harte Zeit erfahren,

Machet uns die ewige Freud’,
Das Ihr reich in Tugend seyd.”

The road now rises very rapidly, and
emerges from the ravine of the Eisak, near
thevillage of Mauls, where there is a good
inn, into abroad and cheerful looking valley.
Between this point and Oberau, the fight
already alluded to, in which the Duke of
Dantzic (Lefebvre) was defeated in 1809,
took place,and the extraordinaryambuscade,
usually stated to have occurred at the Pont-
latzer Briick, near Prutz in the Ober-Innthal,
really occurred near a little inn called * the
Sack ’’ (see page 20). One mile above Mauls
stands theruined tower of Welfenstein, ona
green hill to theleft of the road. Below Pens
is a little chapel at the beginning of the Ster-
zinger Moos, erected on the spot where
General Nullet was driven back in 1797.
On the arch is the inscription—

‘Bis dahier und nicht weiter
Kamen die feindlichen Reiter."”

The Sterzinger Moos, according to a
Tyrolese saying, is the place for old maids.
Therefore they say of every woman who
has attained 30 years without having been
married,
‘¢ Bie gohYrt dem Bterzinger Moos.”
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The Castle of Sprechenstein is passed,
and across the river and the level plain
called the Sterzinger Moos is seen the
extensive Castle of Reifenstein. A charm-
ing view is obtained of a valley to the
left and the glaciers at its head (the Winacher
and Stubayer Ferner). On turning the corner
of the rock on which Sprechenstein is placed,
Sterzing (8tat.) is seen on the green slope,
Of inns here there are plenty, most of them
comfortable enough. The principal are the
Rose, Post, and Adler. The general appear-
ance of the town, too, is cheerful. Its eleva-
tion above the sea is considerable (3,094 feet).
From Sterzing there is a path to Zell, in the
Zillerthal, by the Pfitscherthal and Zam-
serthal. There is another path too leading
through the most exquisite scenery over the
Penserjoch, nearly opposite Muuls, by the
Penserthal, and thence by the Siirnthal to
Botzen. Einspiinner can be obtained from
Sarnthein, in the Sarnthal, to Botzen, a
journey of about 2% or 3 hours. The ascent
after leaving Sterzing is very steep, and
follows the course of the Eisak, now reduced
to very modest dimensions, though a clear
and cheerful looking stream as it tumbles
from rock to rock. About 1 mile from
Sterzing the Castle of Strassberg is seen on
a pine-crowned knoll, high above the road to
the right. About 2 miles from Sterzing
is Gossensass, at the entrance of the Pfler-
scherthal, where the road makes a sweep
to the right. The ravine here is very
narrow, ang tall rocks impend over the road.
On emerging from the ravine a level valley
is reached. Two miles from Brenner and
64 miles from Sterzing stand the Bathsof the
Brenner, in a not very interesting situa-
tion. The post-house of the Brenner (8tat.)
is 4,588 feet above the sea, and appears to be
tolerably comfortable. Thewaterfalldashing

down at the back of the village is formed by
the Eisak, which has its source in the rocks
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above. The church near the post-house has
afineold tower. Onemilebelow the Brenner
the road skirts a small dark green lake,
called the Brenner See, and soon after-
wards is joined by the River 8ill, which
accompanies it all the way to Innsbruck.
The descent to the next stage, Steinach, is
very rapid. From Gries the Obernbergerthal
opens to the left. At Steinach the Gschnitz-
thal goes off in the same direction, and
affords many interesting ascents and excur-
sions, chiefly with guides.

The inn at Steinach, in which Andreas
Hofer slept before the battle of Berg Isel,
was destroyed by fire, in 1853, together
with the greater part of the village.

The next place is Matrei(8tat.), or Mat-
rey, distant 1} stunde from Steinach, which
in 1863 was the scene of a fearful conflagra-
tion,all the lower part of the village, with the
bridge and mill, having been destroyed by
fire. It has many good houses,and one of
the best inns on this route. At Matrei
the new road to Innsbruck commences.
Instead of undulating up and down like the
old road, the line of which may be discerned
at intervals below, the new road proceeds in
a gradual descent to Innsbruck; the views
which it commands of the 8ill Valley and of
the mountains of the Innthal, among which
the Solstein is conspicuous, would alone
redeem the Brenner from the imputation of
being the dullest of the Alpine Passes. To
the right is the Patscher Kofel, with the
village of Patsch below it.

After passing Unter-Schonberg, 9 miles
from Innsbruck, the road sweeps to the
left, and crosses a valley and a stream (the
Ruzbach issuing from the Stubayerthal) by
a fine stone bridge, called the Stephans-
briicke, beyond which the old road is seen
painfully climbing up the heights of Ober-
Schénberg by many zigzags. Ober-Schtn-
wave ahould, however (if possible), be visited

for its magnificent view. It is only halfa
day’s excursion from Innsbruck.

At 1 mile from Innsbrack, and above the
abbey of Wilten, is Berg Isel, where the
imperial regiment of Jigers, a regiment
about 6,000 strong, which is recruited
almost entirely within the limits of the
Tyrol, have theirghief shooting place and a
large beer-house and restaurant. For-
merly the rifle practice was going on every
Sunday, but it is now on a week-day. The
ordinary range is short, being only 130
paces. Thetargetsareof wood, and circular.
A wooden peg is driven into the hole made
by each ball.

A monument of white marble has been
erected in the beautifully kept grounds to
the memory of those Jégers who fell in 1848,
1849, and 1859. The names of the dead are
inscribed on it in gold letters.

The road passes Berg Isel to the right,
and the large Abbey of Wilten beyond it,
and, passing under the triumphal arch of
Maria Theresa, enters the Mariatheresien~
strasse, the principal street of Innsbruck.

Borzex To INNSBRUCK BY RAILWAY.

There are trains 3 times a day each way
in about 6 hours, For descriptions of prin-
cipal places, see the ronte by post-road, as
above, and in Route 10. The stations com-
mencing from Botzen are :—

5 miles; Blumau, for Welschenofenand The
Porphyry Gorges.

9 miles; Atzwang.

14 miles; Waidbruck, for Kollman.

19 miles; Klausen.

27 miles; Brixen; 1,860 feet above sea.

Up to Brixen the line runs close to the
Eisak, and is mostly gained from the river.
After Brixen it ascends rapidly to Franzens-
feste, where it again joins the Eisak.

82 miles. Franzensfeste, 2,460 feet above
sea. Change here for the Pusterthal line.
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. 87 miles. Grasstein; 2,745 feet.

42 miles. Freyenfeld; 8,057 feet.

45 miles. Sterzing. After.Sterzing the
ascent becomes very steep.

47 miles. Gossensass; 8,480 feet.

The line takes a widesweep to the left up
the Pfitscherthal to gain the gradient, and
returns on the opposite side of the valley.

50 miles. Schellenberg.

53 miles. Brenner (summit); 4,467 feet,

56 miles. Gries (a curve up the Schmirner-
thal to the right) ; 4,134 feet.

60 miles. Steinach; 3,447 feet.

65 miles., Matrei. Three tunnels.

The road now skirts fearful precipices.

71 miles. Patsch; 2,550ft. Seven tunnels
the last 745 yards.

The old post route is seen on the opposite
side of the valley.

79 miles. Innsbruck ; 2,000 feet sbove sea.

ROUTE 12.

BrixeN To L1ENZ, BY BRUNECK, THE Pus-
TERTHAL, NIEDERNDORF, AND THE VALLEY
OF THE DRAVE.

Now accessible by rail. See Bradskaw’s
Continental Guide, monthly, The stations
are Franzensfeste, Milhlbach, Bruneck,
Olang, Niederndorf, Toblach, Innichen, Ab-
faltersbach, &c.

Franzensfeste (8tat.), as in Route 11,

Two miles above Brixen is the extensive
Capuchin Monastery of Neustift, below the
road to the left. At Miihlbach (Stat.) the
valley closes in, and at the Klause is crossed
by the ruined walls of an ancient castle,
destroyed by the French in 1809. Before
reaching Miihlbach there isa fine view of the
fortress of Franzensfeste and the gorge of the
Eisak. The road from Sterzing joins to the
left soon after passing the fortress. From
Mittewald to Unter-Vintl, one post. Unter-
Vintl, the first post from Brixen, and also
the first from Bruneck, near the Pfunders-
thal, has a good inn, and a very old churgh.
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The Eidechsspitze (8,965 feet) is within a
short distance. The distance from Brixen
to Bruneck is about 6} stunden.

Two miles before reaching Bruneck lies
8t. Lorenszen, with its tall red-capped church
at the entrance of the Gaderthal, by which
either the Grodnerthal or the Val di Fassa
may be reached in one day.

Bruneck (8tat.) is the principal town
of the district of the Pusterthal. Hotels:
Post; Sonne. Thelarge parish church, which
was set on fire some years ago by lightning,
and completely destroyed, is now restored
most beautifully in the Byzantine style.

The position of the town is splendid.
The new post-house is a fine one, and stands
on an open space outside the walls. Above
the town is the castle built by Bishop Bruno.

[From Bruneck a path leads up the ZTau-
Jerer, or Akrenthal, by the pass of the Krimm-
ler Tauern, to the head of the valley of the
Salza, or Pinzgau. Two long days must
be allowed for this walk. The valley also
leads to the Zillerthal over the Pass of the
Horndl (see Route 22). There is a diligence
three times a week from Bruneck to
Taufers (there is a Taufers in Miinsterthal),
or, as it is usually called, Sand. Above the
town is a Castle, one of the most picturesque
in Tyrol. The valley of Taufers was visited
by a most severe inundation in August, 1878,
by which the upper part of the valley and
Sand (Taufers) was greatly damaged. A
misfortune of the same kind also visited the
Zillerthal, causing great destruction and the
loss of several lives. All communication
between Bruneck and Taufers was cut off for
some time. The only place to stop at is St.
Jacob, which will divide the journey into
two days of nearly 10 hours egch. From St.
Jacob to the Horndl is a walk of 3§ hours;
thenee to Mairhofen, by the hut called In der
Ay, and the villages Haisling and Brand



berg, 8 hours. A guide over the Tauern
should be taken.]

About half-way between Bruneck and
Niederndorf the valley of Antholz, oppo-
site Olang station, is seen to the left;
at the entrance are the Baths 6f Antholz.
There is a path from its head into the
Defereggenthal, the highest point of which
i9 6,426 feet above the sea. To Windisch-
Matrey and Mittersill in 2§ days.

2} stunden. Welsberg. Above the village
the Castle of Welsberg, built 1140. Mineral
springs ; excursions to the Schlossberg.

Fourteen miles beyond Bruneck lies
Niederndorf (Stat.), where the Post affords
good and cheap accommodation, and the
fishing is excellent, a rare thing in Tyrol.
Near Niederndorf are the Baths of Prags and
the lake of the same name, a picturesque
mountain tarn worth visiting.

At Toblach (8tat.), beyond Niederdorf,
the route into Italy by the walley
of Ampezzo (Ampezzothal) leaves to the
right. A huge wooden cross stands at the
junction of the roads. The Drave, which
accompanies the road to Lienz, rises near
the water-shed of Toblach. The road leaves
the valley of the Rienz, or Pusterthal, and
descends into the valley of the Drave. The
village of Innichen (Stat.) is passed. Just
before Innichen, the Sextenthal opens south.
Road from Innichen to Auronzo and Pieve
di Cadore.

A mile above it the source of the Drave.
Nearit are the Mineral Baths of Innichen.

About 13 miles from Niederndorf is 8il-
1ian (8tat.), a large village, which lies on the
north bank of the Drave; below it the village
of Panzendorf, with the large Castle of Heim-
felsat the entrance of the valley of Villgrat-
ten; 8 or 9 miles beyond it is Mittewald
(8tat.), from which it is 9 miles to Lienz
(8tat.), a small town, but the largest in the
Pwmul, pleasantly situated on the bor-
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ders of the Tyrol, next to Carinthia. Znns:
Post; Lamb; Rose, Theshapes of the Dolo-
mite Mountaips to the south of Lienz are ex-
ceedingly picturesque. The view of the
town, the valley of the Drave, and the sur-
rounding mountains is best seen from the
Iselsberg, the low ridge which divides the
valley of the Drave from that of the Mo1l,
and over which lies the route to Winklern
and Ober-Villach, or Heiligenblut.

ROUTE 13.

BRUNECK To KoLLMAN, oN THE BRENNER
RoAD, BY THE GADERTHEAL AND THE
GRODNERTHAL.

There is a car-road up the Enneberger,
or Gaderthal, as far as the village of
Zwischenwasser. At 8t.Lorenzen (2} miles
from Bruneck) the road to the Gader-
thal diverges to the left from the Puster-
thal road, and in 7 miles reaches Zwischen-
wasser, or Lunghiega, situated at the point
where the Rauhthal joins the Gaderthal.
The road then rises to

2} miles. Piccolein, or Plaiken.

5 miles. St. Leonhard (Ladinsch, Badia),
with a poor Wirthshaus.

14 miles. Stern.

8% miles. Corfara.

1} mile. Colfusg, or Colfosco.

The road to Groeden lies over the
Groednerjoch, 6,790 feet above the sea.
From Colfosco, it will require 3 hours of
hard walking to reach Santa Maria, or Wol-
kenstein, the first village in Groednerthal.

From the Joch is a fine view of Lang-
kofel and Plattkogel, the spires of Dolomite
rising from the Seisser Alp.

The Langthal and the curious Castle of
Wolkenstein are worth a visit; the path to
them leads to the right from the Church of
Santa Maria. Walter von der Vogelweide,
the poet, was born at Wolkenstein. Below
SantaMariais the Castleof Fischburg. From
Santa Maria there is & rough and very hilly
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char-road to 8t. Ulrich and Waidbruck, on
the Brenner Railway. From Plan, a house
near Santa Maria, a path leads over the
Fassajoch, in 3§ hours, to Campidello. Two
hours before reaching Campidello, the grand
form of the Marmolada, the highest of the
Dolomites, is visible.

8 miles. Santa Christina, opposite which is
the Saltaria Schlucht, leading to the SBeisser
Alp. ’

3 miles. 8t. Ulrich, or (as it is called in
the dialect) Ortiseit, 3,380 feet above sea.

Inns : Rossl (very good) and Adler. This
is the head seat of the wood-carving business,
which is carried on by every house in the
Grédnerthal, Here toys, crucifixes, shrines,
&c., of all sorts are made for the whole
Continent,

Fyom here the valley road should not be
followed any further, but a guide should be
taken over the Puflatsch, 7,182 feet, and the
fine Beisser Alp.

From 8t. Ulrich to Kastelruth, 4 hours,
by a rough horse road.

A post-carriage goes daily to Waidbruck
Station at 8 a.m.; returning from Waid-
bruck at 2 p.m. Fare, 1 florin.

The Gaderthal, also called Enneberger-
thal, is a very interesting district to the
philologist, most of the inhabitants speaking
three languages, German, Italian, and Ladin
—a kind of Romansch. Niebuhr thought
the Grodner idiom a remnant of the Etrus-
can, but this was disproved by O. Miiller.

[Atthe village of Corfara, above the Gader-
thal, three valleys unite, namely, the Gader-
thal, the Groednerthal, and the Agordo-
thal ; the last leading (2 hours) to

Caprile. From Caprile to Cortina, 7
hours on foot. Below Caprile is the inter-
esting Lago d’Alleghe, and a short distance
to the north of the village the wonderful
Gorge of Sottoguda, leading to the Fedaia
Pass and the Fassathal,
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Gencenighe (2 hours).

Agordo (4 hours).

. Mas (1¥ hour) ; and thence to Belluno in
4 hours.]

The Excursions on the Seisser Alp (which
abounds in plants) are very numerous and
interesting.

(1) From 8t. Ulrich to Campidello, by the
Saltaria Schlucht. Thereisa wirthshausat
the top, near the head of the Schlucht.

(2) St. Ulrich to Kastelruth, by Saint
Michael, 4 hours. Glorious view from the
top of the ridge above the Church of St.
Michael.

(3) Castelruth to Campidello, 4 hours.

(4) St. Ulrich to Campidello, by Pufl, 4
hours.

(5) Castelruth to the Baths of Ratzes,
under the Schlern, and thence, by Seiss
and Vils, to Botzen,

(6) Castelruth to Kollman, by Waidbruck,
1} hour ; and to Deutschen, 1} hour.

These are all horse roads, impracticable
for wheeled carriages.

Kastelruth.—Inns: Lamm and Rdssl;
good.

Ascend the Calvarienberg for the view,
which is fine. .

ROUTE 14.
BRUNECE TO VENICE, BY THE VALLEY OF
AMPEZZ0, AND EXCURSIONS IN THE REGION
oF THE DOLOMITES.

There is a good carriage road (in many parts
newly constructed since 1858) from Toblach,
in the Pusterthal, to Belluno, in Italy.

Close to the right of the railway at Toblach
(Stat.) there is a new inn (Hotel Toblacb),
one of the best in the Tyrol, clean and com-
fortable, The village of Toblach (Hotel:
Post) lies about a mile off, on the opposite side
of the railway. Immediately after leavingthe
hotel, the road to Cortina enters the narrow

Hohlensteinthal, and soop skirts the little
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green lake called the Toblacher Sece, after
passing which it keeps to the right side of
the valley, passes through woods.and under
precipitous rocks, and reaches (7 miles) the
post-house of Landro, or Hohlenstein, where
there is a large hotel and pension. A little
further on the road passes the Diirrensee
(Lake of Drought), which in autumn is often
nearly dried up. Just before reaching the
lake the Drei Zinrien (Three Battlements),
9,721 feet, are visible to the left, up a narrow
gorge, up which goesa path leading to Auronzo.
Theroad then reaches (3 miles) Schluderbach
(good inn), which commands fine views of the
Misurina and Croda Rossa, the Jast of which
overhangs the road. From here may be
visited Monte Pian (7,533 feet, 3 hours), the
Diirrenstein (6,142 feet, 4 hours), and the
Drei Zionen. Consult the host. The inn is
often full in summer. From Schluderbach
a horse road leads to the Lago di Misurina, a
shallow lake beneath the Monte Cristallo, and
thence, by the pass of the Tre Croci, in about
4 hours, to Cortina. The main road to Cor-
tina, after passing under the Croda Rossa,
ascends to the pass, 4,993 feet,and descending
passes (2} miles) Ospitale, which is the
boundary of the German and Italianlanguages.
Above, to the right,a hole is visible in the
precipice, through which the sky is seen.
From here are seen the Rothwand, 10,280 feet,
and Seekofel, 9,212 feet, the Dolomite peaks
of the Ennenberger Thal. Just before reach-
ing the Castle Rock, a footpath descends into
the gorge, and joins the road to Cortina at
the foot of the zigzags by which the carriage
road descends, after passing which there are
fine views of the Rock of Peutelstein,

The road descends gently through woods
to (6 miles) Cortina d’Ampezzo, or simply
Ampezzo, or Corting,

Hotels : Aquila Nera; Stella d'Oro.

Capital of the Commune of Ampezzo, re-

ited to be the richest in Tyrol; situated on g
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wide green upland, comimanded by the Ifomic
Cristallo (10,640 feet), the Sorapis (10,798 feet),
the Monte Tofana (10,720 feet), and the Croda
Rossag(red porphyry, 10,262 feet). Lower
down the valley the Antelao (10,890 feet) is
visible, rising precipitously above the village
of San Vito. '

There are many excursions to be made from
Cortina, and horses or mules can be obtained
at a moderate cost. Guides are required for
nearly all the ascents.

(L; One of the best excursions is to go by
the Tre Croci Pass to the lake of Misurina
and Schluderback, and to return by way of
Ospitale and Peutelstein, as above. Guide
not indispensable.

(2) The road to Caprile passes the bridge
over the Boita just below the church of
Cortina, and ascends past the Belvidere gvhere
there is a good view) eventually, very steeply
(3 hours from Cortina), to the Gusella Alp,
and thence to Caprile in about 8 hours easily.
Guide may be taken, as there are many paths.
Ladies can ride. Near Caprile is the Marmo-
lata, the highest peak of the Dolomites, over
11,000 feet, and a difficult ascent.

(8) The path to the Gaderthal leads by the
same route till the foot of the steep ascent is
reached, leaving which to the left, and tra-
versing the gently ascending valley, it reaches
(6 hours) the Chalets of Falzarrego, where food
and wine can be obtained (but it is better to
take supplies from Cortina). From the
Chalets of Falzarrego to the Tre Sassi is about
half-an-hour of continuous ascent ; thence to
St. Cassian (13 hour) and to St. Leonard, in the
Gaderthal (1 hour). From Tre Sassi there is
a footpath to Caprile and to Pieve. From the
tap of the pass (7,200 feet) a fine view of the
Marmolata and its glaciers is obtained. The
Edelweiss is abundant at Tre Bassi.

The next place to Cortinaontheroad is Zyel,
then Acquabuona, after passing which is the

frontier of Italy. Cpstom-house at 8. Vito,
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8t. Vito. To the left rises the Antelao, to
the right the magnificent precipices of the
Sasso di Pelmo. Excursion to Zoppé (3
hours), where there is an altar-piece by
Titian, painted by him in 1526. At Zoppée
are magnificent views of the Sasso di Pelino
and Monte Bosconero. From this village a
path leads to Longarone, on the Ampezzo road.
About a mile from St. Vito the road traverses
a scene of desolation, caused by a great land-
slip, which occurred in 1814, and which
caused the loss of many lives.

Borea. -

Venas. After passing which the village of
Vallé appears on a spur of the mouatain, high
above a ravine, crossed by what Mr. Gilbert
calls *‘Titian’s Bridge.”— (Cadore, page 119.)
The road crosses the site of the battlefield
of Cadore, where the Venetians defeated
Maximilian in A.D. 1508.

Tal Cadore, where there is a good inun.

[About 1 mile from Tai Cadore is Pleve di
Cadore, where Titian was born in 1477.
Here may be seen the house in which he
was born; his statue; a picture by him in the
charch; and a fresco, reputed to have been
painted by him at the age of 13 years. The
pname of Vecelli is not extinct in Cadore. On
the road back to Tai is a fine view of the
town, castle, aud Monte Cridola.]

After leaving Tai Cadore, the road skirts
tremendous precipices, and descends the many
zigzags to .

Perarolo, after passing which it ercases
the deep ravine through which the Boita
rushgs on its way to join the Piave.

Huge masses of timber are here collected,
and floated down the Piave.

The road traverses a narrow valley, between
lofty mountains, to Macchietto, near the Val
Montiva, Rivalgo, Ospitale, and Castel
Lavazzo, a very picturgsque village, About
# miles farther is
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Longarone. Hotels: Post (an old palazzo) ;
Albergo di Roma.

The road divides at Polpet, leading to the
right to Belluno, (omnibus from Longarone
in 2 hours), the left, which we follow, to
Yittorrio.

Capo di Ponte, just before reaching which
a fine view of Belluno is obtained. The old
wooden bridge over the Piave has been re-
placed by an iron one of by no means equal
picturesqueness, though perhaps greater con-
venience. A swampy region js now traversed
to the foot of the most lovely lake of Senta
Croce, the right bank of which the road skirts
to Santa Croce (9 miles), ascends a ridge to
Cima (small inn), and then descends rapidly
to the Lago Morto, a small lake.

Serravalle, with a good inn, patronised Ly
the Italian Alpine Club.

This town and Ceneda are now united under
the name of Vittorio (8tat.), where the rail
to Venice, by Treviso, commences.

Thence over a level plain to Conegliano
(9 miles). In the Duomo of this place is an
altar-piece by Cima di Conegliano; also some
by Pord , on the arcades in
front of the cathedral.

ROUTE 15.

THE ZIMMERTHAL (VAL p1 CEMBRA), THE
FLEIMSERTHAL, AND THE VAL D1 Fassa.

This valley, through which the Avisio
flows, is divided into three portions of
nearly equal size. Thelowest portion, from
Lavisto Val Floriano,about 18 miles,is called
Val di Cembra (German, Zimmerthal),
The second, extending from Val Floriana
to Moensa, and about 20 miles long, is
called Val di Fiemme (Fleimserthal). The
third, extending from Moena to the head of
the valley, about 13 miles, is called Val di
Fassa (Evap).

The starting points sre Lavis (8tat.), or

£,
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Neumark (8tat.), page 81. The principal
town ig Oavalese (Inn : Uva), in the second
Portion, or Fleimserthal, distant from Lavis
about 10 stunden. The church has good
paintings. Cavalese is perhaps best reached
from Neumarkt (Egna), in the valley of the
Adige, from which a new road hag lately
been constructed. Near Cavalese are the
sulphur baths of Carano. From Cavalese,

1 stunde, Tesero; 2 stunden, Ziano.

Then Predagso. Iun: Nave di Oro.

From Predazzo is a path over the Kamiol
Berg to Canal di San Bovo, and thence to
the route of the Val Sugana. Above Canal
di 8. Bovo, is the Cima d’ Asta, the
highest mountain of this region, 9,132 feet.

Proceeding onwards, we reach,

2 stunden, Moena. Just above Moena
rise the grand Dolomite rocks that have
directed the attention of so many geologists
to the Fassathal, the highest summits near
being the Platt Kofel (9,700 feet), and
Lang Kofel (10,392 feet). These can be
ascended from Campitello, about 7 miles
below Vigo, a good centre.

1} stunde. Vigo, the principal place in
the Fassathal. Inns: Corona ; Rosa. Near
here is the Rosengarten, 10,163 feet.

Penia, the last village, 4,940 feet, distant
from Lavis about 50 English miles. Hence
there is a path to Caprile.

ROUTE 16.

L1ENZ To WINKLERN, HEILIGENBLUT, BuCHE-
BEN, AND GASTEIN, BY THE MOHLTHAL AND
THE RAURISER TAUERN.

Lienz (8tat.), Route 12, page 88.

About 2 miles from Lienz the path begins
to ascend from the Drave valley over the
meadows, and crogses the low range of the
Iselsberg to Winklern in the valley of the
Mohl, a distance of 8 miles. The rail may
be taken from Lienz to Dblsach, thence

hours to Winklern, At Winklern are

two good village inns, where an excellent
dinner can be furnished, as well as an ein-
spann to Heiligenblut, which lies about 16
miles up the valley of the M&ll. .
The road to Obervillach turns to the right
down the valley. To walk to Heiligenblut
from Winklern will take 4} to 5 hours.
The road to it lies to the left-hand up the
valley of the Moll. Half-way is Dollach.
Two miles below Heiligenblut there is a
pretty fall of the Moll in a narrow chasm ;
to see it well it is necessary to leave the
road. Aboveit is the Church of Heiligenblut,
with a fine apse, and lofty spire.

Heiligenblut (which has its name from a

phial of blood said to have been brought
by 8t. Briccius from Constantinople in the
thirteenth century, and preserved in the
church) lies 814 feet lower than Trafoi,
on the Stelvio, 4,265 feet above the sea,
The hotel, Glockner Haus, has every reason-
able accommodation, and guides may be
obtained for an excursion to the Gross
Glockner and its glaciers, which, weather
permitting (a very necessary reservation
in these rainy regions), is in full view from
the village.
The Gross Glockner has often been as-
cended. In the last edition of Peaks, Passes,
and Glaciers, 2nd series, will be found an
account of the ascent made in 1861, There
is a part called the Salms Hiitte, about 4}
hours beyond Heiligenblut, at which, or at
the Erzherzog-Johannshiitte of the Austrain
Alpine Club, on the Adlersruhe, persons
who wish to make the ascent will find it
convenient to stop all night. Height,
12,465 feet above sea.

The path to the Rauriser Tauern ascends
immediately at the back of the village. It
will require 3§ hours to reach the summit
called the Hochthor from Heiligenblut.

Snow lies at the top all the year, and it is

sometimes very deep. The highest point
is marked by a large cross. The height of
the pass is 8,550 feet, and the way over the
snow is indicated by long poles. It is said
to be practicable for horses, but does not
look so. Five hours from Heiligenblut, at
the head of the valley of Worth, and 3,000
fe:t below the summit of the pass, lies the
solitary chélet called the Tauernhaus, the
first house in the Rauris valley, where good
red wine and schnaps, besides bread, butter,
eggs, and cheese, may be obtained. From
this to Wirth is 2} hours of fast walking.
There is a road down from Wirth to Lendt.
The footpath from Worth to Gastein turns
to the right, and in about 1 hour the tra-
veller will reach Bucheben, a solitary inn
near the church in the middle of the valley.
The quarters here are good, and it is a good
place at which to divide the journey between
Heiligenblut and Gastein, which is rather
too long for one day’s work.

The ridge which divides the valley of
Rauris from the valley of Gastein, which is
called the Stanz, is of no great height, and
the distance from Bucheben to Bad Gastein
may easily be accomplished on foot in 6}
hours. The path, which is well marked on
the side of the Rauris valley, lies over pas-
tures; it falls into the road between Hot
Gastein and Bad Gastein, about a mile and
a quarter below the latter place. It is best
to take a guide for the whole distance ; the
charge is about 4 florins per diem, and the
distance from Heiligenblut to Gastein is
reckoned at three days, two to go and one
to return.

Bad Gastein, or Wildbad Gastein.—The
principal hotel is Straubinger’s, where there
is a capital promenade and reading room
just above the fall of the Ache. Large as
the hotel accommodation here is, such is
the popularity of the place as a watering-
place, that it is very often impossible to get

»,
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accommodation, and it is always best to
write beforehand if the traveller wishes to
avoid a hard bed upon the floor. Opposite
Straubinger’s, and overlooking the fall, is
the villa built by the Archduke John. Other
hotels are : Badeschloss, where the Emperor
Wilhelm used to stay; Hirsch; Weissmayr,
The Grabenwirth is a second-class hotel.
Best lodgings at Badeschloss; rather dear,
Many fine Walks about Wildbad-Gastein.
The Wandelbahn is a covered gallery,
serving as promenade in wet weather. This
and the Schloss Platz are the central points,
Best excursions to Nassfeld and Bickstein
(3,715 feet), with an inn ; 1} hour on foot.
Nassfeld is & high shut-in valley, 8} miles
long, under several high peaks, one of which,
the Schareck, is 10,277 feet, and is 4§ hours
from Wildbad. The Ache forms several
fine cascades hereabouts. Kurtax, 8} to 10
florins after 5 days.

ROUTE 17.
INNSBRUCK TO SALZBURG.
I.—By Railway.

The line leaves Innsbruck and crosses the
plain and the River Inn, on a viaduct of
many arches. Nearly at the same point the
Sill, which comes from the Brenner, joins
the Inn. Principal stations—Hall (among
salt-works and mineral springs), Jenbach,
Brixlegg for the Zillerthal, Worgl, Kuf-
stein, Rosenheim, and Traunstein.

At Jenbach (8tat.)—Inns: Jenbach; Zur
Toleranz—the road to the picturesque Lake
of the Achensee (see page 46), Bad Kreuth,
and Tegernsee leaves the Innthal up a
valley to the left. It is also the best station
for the Zillerthal (see Route 23).

After Jenbach the railway crosses the
River Inn, passes the entrance of the Ziller-
thal, up which a noble view is obtained,
which is commanded by the ruined castle of
Kropfsberg, and reaches Brixlegg (8tat.),
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At this place are sometimes represented
Passion plays, as at Ober-Ammergau, in
Bavaria. Nearitare the Castles of Lichtwehr
and Matzen, almost entire. There are large
lead and copper smelting furnaces here.
After leaving Brixlegg there is a fine view
of the bend of the river and of the town and
ruined Castle of Rattenberg, at the back of
which the line passes by a tunnel. Sonnen-
Jjoch, 7,270 feet high,

The railway leaves the post road to Salz-
burg at the village and post station of
Worgl (8tat.) JInns: Post; Lamm. Ascent
of the Hohe Salve (5,995 feet), the Tyrol
Rigi, for a very fine prospect.

[From Worgl thereis a rail to Lend, in the
Pinzgau, for Bad Gastein, by the Brixenthal
and Kitzbiihel.]

Six miles beyond Worgl is the town
and fortress of Kufstein (8tat.), on a
rock in the middle of the valley, over-
hanging the Inn. This was the only
border fortress which, in 1809, remained
in the hands of the French. It is now a
state prison. The neighbouring hills are
covered with works. Before reaching it the
railway again crosses to the left bank of the
river. At Kufstein passports and luggage
are examined for Bavaria, the frontier of
which is within 2 miles distance. XKufstein
is a good place at which to dividethe journey
from Munich to Innsbruck, as there are two
good hotels, Post and Auracher Briu. Both
are clean and comfortable. At Auracher’s
one or two rooms’ are fitted up with furni-
ture beautifully carved out of white wood.

The raillway now gradually leaves the
hills, which become lower and more scat-
tered.

At Rosenheim (8tat.), where Greiderer’s
(Bayrischer Hof) and Konig Otto are the
best hotels, there is an exceedingly good and
well managed refreshment reom in the sta-

tion, and plenty of time is generally given to
make use of it. The line to Traunstein
and Salzburg diverges to the right from the
line to Munich. The distance from Rosen-
heim to Salzburg is about 55 miles; to
Munich, about 40 miles. From the station
of Holzkirchen, between Rosenheim and
Munich, there is a stellwagen and other
conveyances to Tegernsee and Kreuth.

Soon after leaving Rosenheim, the line to
Salzburg crosses the Inn, and then skirts a
small lake (the Simmsee) to Endorf Station.
Just before reaching the nextstation (Prien),
the Chiemsee, with its three islands, one
with a royal palace, is seen.

Traunstein (8tat.) is a newly built and
fine town. At Freilassing, 4 miles from
Salzburyg, there is a branch line within the
Bavarian frontier to Reichenhall (Stat.).
The Austrian frontier is then crossed to

8alzburg (8tat.), where luggage is ex-

amined.
INNSBRUCK TO SALZBURG.

II.—By the Post Road.

The Inn bridge is crossed, and after 6
miles of level road Hall is reached. Here
are extensive salt-works. The mine may
be easily visited, but travellers had better
reserve themselves for the mine of the
Diirrenberg, near Hallein, which is more
accessible and more interesting. It was at
Hall that Speckbacher, the Tyrolese patriot,
died in 1820. A tablet on the right of
Hofer’s monument has lately been erected
to his memory in the Hof Kirche of Inns-
bruck by the Emperor Franz Joseph.

Two miles beyond Hall the road crosses
the Inn by a bridge of two arches, and
reaches the post station of Volders.

It is a distance of 8% milés from Volders
to 8chwaz (1,500 inhabitants). The best
hotel is the Stern. The church (fine fagads)
roof is plated with copper,
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Bix miles beyond Schwaz is Strass, whence
the road to the Zillerthal turns to the right.
The Castles of Kropfsberg, Lichtwehr, and
Matzen are passed in succession.

Beforereaching Brixlegg and Rattenberg
(8tat.) (5 miles beyond Strass), a small place
with a castle on a rock, the road runs close
to the side of the river.

At Worgl (8tat.), see above, the road
leaves the valley of the Inn, and ascends
gently by the post stations of Soll, St.
Elmau, St. Johann (from which a road
leads to Kitzbiihel, and Mittersill, in
Pinzgau), and Waidringen, to the Strub
Pass, Lofer, and Unken, a distance of 5
posts, equal to about 38 English miles.

The Strub Pass is the boundary between
Tyrol and the district of Salzburg. It was
the scene of very fierce fights in 1805 and

1809. On the opposite side of the pass,
which is exceedingly beautiful, lies the
village of Lofer, where the road from Saal-
felden and Zell-am-See joins the post-road.
The viewof the beautifully shaped mountains
of Strub Pass from the road between Lofer
and the post-station of Unken is one of the
most picturesque on this route.

The road between Unken and Reichenhall,
a distance of 14 miles, passes through one
uninterrupted scene of beauty. A few miles
from Unken it crosses a bridge of the times
of the Thirty Years’ War, and underthe arch
of aruined tower at its extremity,and enters,
at Melleck, a strip of Bavaria, which runs
down to Berchtesgaden. Immediately after
passing the gate there is a large beer-house,
80 that travellers can immediately sit down
and indulge in the national beverage of
Bavaria. Close to it is the Bavarian custom-
house, where luggage is searched. Then
comes a steep hill to ascend, then a sharp
crest, and then the road begins immediately
to descend. At this point the post-road to
Traunstein turns off to the left. Between

4% .

this and Reichenhall the road skirts the
shore of a charming little crystal lake called
the Thumsee, at the end of which, on a rock,
stand the ruins of the Castle of Carlstein and
the Church of St. Pancraz.

Reichenhall (S8tat.) is the great central
point of the Bavarian salt-works. The
brine is conveyed in wooden pipes to
Traunstein and Rosenheim. The town has
8 new appearance, having been burnt
down in 1834, and since rebuilt.

Reichenhall is now in great request as a
Kur, or health-resort, and is generally filled
all the summer. The principal inns are:
Burkert; Louisenbad; Achselmannstein ;
Kurtaz after 8 days, 15 marks for single
persons. Patients suffering from rheu-
matism, asthma, &c., are benefited by a stay
here; the bathing arrengements are elaborate.
Railway from Reichenhall to Salzburg, by
way of Freilassing, on the Munich line—all
the linelying within the Bavarian territory.
Thestation is near the salt-works.Omnibusto
Berchtesgaden, twice daily; by Einspinner,
to Hallthurn, where an old gate closes the
ravine. 'By the other road, through Ram- .
sau, which is longer, but more picturesque.
From Reichenhall to Salzburg the distance
is1 post, about 9 miles.

The Austrian frontier is again crossed
before reaching Salzburg. The road enters
the city of Balsburg by a tunnel cut through
the rocks of Monchsberg, in front of which -
is a statue to Archbishop Sigismund, who
caused the work to be executed.

ROUTE 18,

FRroM JENBACH STATION, ON THE INNs-
BRUCK AXD KUFSTEIN RAiLwaY, To
ACHENSEE, Bap KRRUTH, TEGERNSEE,
HoLzZKIRCHEN, AND MUNICH, THROUGH
THE BavaBIAN HiGRLAXNDS.

The distance between the railway stations

of Jenbach and Gmund (Tegernsee) is about
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88 English miles. There is an omnibus
daily from Jenbach to Kreuth; 7 hours.
Post-omnibus daily from Achensee (Scho-
lastika) to Kreuth (fare, 8 to 4 marks),
and from Kreuth to Gmund (Stat.),
on the Tegernsee. Time for the latter,
8 hours;' fare, about 2 marks. Travellers
between Innsbruck and Salzburg alight
from the train at Jenbach station, about
22 miles from Innsbruck, and about half-
way between Schwaz and the entrance of
the Zillerthal. Carriages can be had from
Jenbach to Achensee.

Jenbach (8tat.)—ZInns: Jenbach; Zur
Toleranz—much above the valley of the
Inn, with 4 finé ¢hurch and numerous
foundries. The view of the Innthal and
town of Schwaz from the balcony of the
restaurant sattached to the Briéubaus is
very beautiful. The road to Achensee at
once begins to ascend the valley of the
Kasbach, and is very steep until the level
of the Achensee is reached, near the village
of Eben, 5 miles from Jenbach. Before
reaching Buchau, the boat station on the
lake, the road to the excellent and much
frequented inns of the Pertisan leaves to
the left.

Buchaw.—7nn: Prantl. From n little
beyond this, to near Achensee, the road
along the lake has been constructed with
considerable difficulty, as a large buttress
projected from the Gamsjoch descends per-
pendicularly into the lake. The length
of the Achensee is 54 miles; the width,
4 mile in the widest part, opposite the
Pertisau.  Steamers traverse the lake
frequently. For a long time there was no
road, and the passage between Buchau
and the top of the lake was made by
water.

BRADSHAW’S NOTES FOR TRAVELLERS

The hotels and green meadow of the
Pertisau are seen on the opposite shore,
backed by magnificent mountains. Near
here the principal feeder of the lake pours
its waters into the Achensee. The road
now rises high above the lake, into which
the precipices descend boldly, the water
being quite deep close to the shore. At
about 1} mile from the Scholastika it
descends again to the level of the lake.

Achensee.—The oldest hotel goes by
the name of “ Scholastika,” that being the
the name of the former landlady. It will
be found to be both good and moderate,
and the wine and provisions are excellent.
From the gallery of the Speisesaal a most
beautiful view is obtained of the lake, with
the Korspitz on the right, and the Herren-
spitz, with its splintered rocks, and the
vast pyramiad of the Spieljoch, on the left.
There are also Hotel Seehof (before
reaching the Scholastika), hew, and with
good accommodation, and Mayer’s Hotel,
at the upper end of the lake.

Many fine walks may be taken from this
end of the lake; the principal excursions
are those to the Spieljoch and the Unnutz,
6,800 feet, both of which are short and
tolerably easy ascents; for each of them a
guide costs from 8 to 8} florine. Near the
summit of the Spieljoch the Edelweiss
( Gnaphalium Leontopodium ) grows in great
profusion. The north side of it is bounded
by tremendous precipices.

Achenkirchen.—A long and straggling
village. Good accommodation here when
the lake hotels are full.

At Leiten the valley of the Ampesbach
opens to the right; up it there is a path
by the Mamolsberg and Schildenstein
(8,792 feet) to Bad Kreuth. The fine spire
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of rock called the Guffert (about 7,200
feet) is to be seen rising magnificently
behind the Unnutz. The road ascends
the Achenthal to

Achenwald, where there is a decent little
inn. Just beyond here is the Austrian
Custom House. Passporis required. The
road now leaves the valley of the Ache,
and ascends the Pass of Achen to the
Bavarian Frontier, which is crossed at the
Kaiserwacht. From here the road rises
rapidly until at the Stuben Alp the sum-
mit of the pass, 8,150 feet, is reached.
The road then descends to Glashiitte, the
first Bavarian villige, whete is a small
inn, and Stuben, the Bavarian Custom
House. .

Next past the Klammbach Fall up the
Weissachthal, in an easterly direction,
two miles further (crossing the Weissach)
to Wildbad Kreuth, a large bathing estab-
lishment and hotel, belonging to Duke
Karl Theodore of Bavaria, in one of the
most charming spots in the Bavarian High-
lands, 2,620 feet above sea. From the
middle of June until the middle of Sep-
tember it is so much frequented, that
travellers coming for the night only can
often hardly find accommodation. All the
prices are fixed by tariff, except the pay-
ments for the service, which are heavy, as
the claimants are numerous. Letters about
rooms should be addressed to the Haus-
meister. The prices of rooms vary from
8} to 18 marks per week, according to
position and size; an extra charge per
week is made besides for each bed. Prices
have lately been considerably raised. The
mineral springs contain chiefly iron and
sulphar. 'The excursions are very numer-
ous, Among thé best are those to Hohlen-
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stein (2 hours); Guisalp and Konigsalp
(4 hours); Planberg (8 hours); Wolf-
schlucht (2 hours); Schinderberg, a
mountain commanding a fine view of the
Tyrolese Alps, including the Wilder
Kaiser, Watzmann, Gross Glockner,
Krimmler, Tauern, Venediger, and the
Mountains of the Zillerthal (9 hours);
Risser Kogl (9 hours).

Kreuth village and post-house.

Lohbach Fall (path to the right).

Rothach, Pension Scheurer.

(Pedestrians may shorten the distance to
Tegernsee by crossing the narrow part of
the lake by a ferry-boat from the village
of Egern, at the southern extremity of the
lake. The road to Egern branches off to
the left before Rothach is reached). The
Rothach is then crossed to Schweighof, both
places being situated at the south-east
corner of the Tegernsee, and after passing
Leeberg, the omnibus reaches Tegernsee.
The Post and Guggemoos are the best
hotels, but much crowded during theseason.
In the woods, above Schloss Tegernsee,
are many beautiful walks, There are no
steamers on the lake, but boats may be had
at reasonable rates to several very fine
points, as for instance to Weisser, whence
the Zeiselbach may be followed up to
Freihof. Country inns and restaurants
abound. Guides for mountain ascents not
needed. Rail to Gmund (8tat.), where the
River Mangfall issues out of the lake,
Holzkirchen (8tat.), and Munich.

Munich (Miinchen). Hotels; Vier
Jahreszeiten, near the Opera House, and
the Max-Joseph Platz ; Bayerischer Hof;
Hotel d’Angleterre, comfortable; Belle-
vue; Dom; all first class; Leinfelder;
Achatz; Maximilia; Goldner Bir;
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Maximilian Emanuel; Rheinischerhof;
Augsburger Hof, good second-class;
Deutsches Haus; Marienbad.

ROUTE 19.
TRENT T6 ROVEREDO, MORI, AND RIVa,
28 MiLEs.

Railway trains four times a day to and
from Roveredoand Mori, Rail from Mori
to Riva.

Trent (8tat.), see Route 20.

Trent to Roveredo, by railway, 14 miles,
passing Calliano half way. The first sta-
tion is Matarello, then Calllano, in the
jaws of the pass, the scene of a fierce con-
test between the French and Austrians.
Above the village is the imposing Castle
of Beseno, Persons proceeding from Bot-
zen or Trent to Verona by Riva see the
beauties of the Lago di Garda.

Roveredo (Stat.), in the valley of the
Lagarina, as the lower part of the Adige
valley is called, has about 11,000 inhabit-
ants, and a considerable trade in fruit and
silk, It is one of the most prosperous
towns in Tyrol. The principal inn,
Corona, is most comfortable, Towering
above the town, and conspicuous from
every part, is the large Castle, with a sin-
gular round tower at one of its corners,

BRADSHAW'S NOTES FOR TRAVELLENS

Rail to Riva, on Lago di Garda, by Mord
(8tat.), 3 miles below Roveredo, on the
right bank of the Adige, among rocks,
which suggested the “Stony Sea” of
Dante. (Ala (8tat.), on the frontier, is 9
miles further ) :

Rail from Mori to Riva (opened 1891),
104 miles. The line skirts the little Lake
of Loppio, above which the ridge of Nago,
873 feet above the sea, and about 660 feet
above the Lago di Garda, commands a
magnificent view. It then crosses the
river Sarca, and in about a mile enters
Riva, which has a splendid situation.
Hotels: Hotel du Soleil, facing the lake;
Hotel et Pension du Lac; Trafellini ; Im-
perial. In the Parish Church of Riva are
some frescoes and other paintings of
modern artists. Population, 5,400.

Close to the lake, at the entrance to
the town, is the large castle called La
Rocea, and above the town another, both
built by the family of the Sealigers.

The Lake of Garda is about 30 mileslong,
and about 15 miles broad at its lower end.
Starting from Riva, the upper end belongs
entirely to Tyrol for the first few miles.
At the lower end is the fortress of Pes-
chiera, one of the angles of the once
famous Quadrilateral. It is placed at the
point where the Mincio flows out of the
lake, 8 miles from Verona, and 20 miles
from Mantua.

There are steamers from Riva to Pes-
chiera (Stat.) six times a week, thence by
rail to Venice, Verona, Mantua, and Milan
(see Bradshaw’s Continental Guide). Daily
to Desenzano (8tat.). Steamers to Pes-
chiera take the left, or Venetian, those to
Desenzano the right, or Lombard ‘shore.
The last much the finest. After leaving

Riva {pr Desenzano the steamer skirts
tremendous precipices to Limone, the
frontier of Tyrol. High on the rocks
above the lake is excavated the road to
the Lago d’Idro and Iseo.

Tremosine, reached by a steep zigsag
path, stands on the very edge of the
precipice.

Gardone Riviera, a much frequented
resort, with & good hotel.

8alo, a large town in a deep bay. Fine
new hotel. At the entrance is a group of
islands. Rising above the level plain, at
the foot of the lake, is the tower of
Solferino, the key of the Austrian position
in 1859.

To the right of Desenzano are seen the
Cathedral and Towers of Lonato, which
gave name to one of Napoleon’s battles in
Italy. On the opposite shore are the
village of -Garda and the Heights of
Rivoli.

Desenzano—picturesque, but dirty.
Hotels : Mayerand Posta’s Reale. Station
on Lombardo-Venetian Railway, half a
mile distant.

At Sermlone (Sirmio) are considerable
Roman ruins, and an old castle of the
Scaligers. On it was the summer residence
of the Roman poet, Catullus, who ad-
dressed to it his ode, commencing

“ Peninsularum, Sirmio, ipsularumque

Ocalle.”
ROUTE 20,

TRENT 70 RIVA BY THE SARCATHAL.

Treny (German, Trient; Italian, Trento),
the Latin Tridentium, is one of the most in-
teregting old towns imaginable. Hotels :
Grand-Hotel de Trento ; Europa; Victoria;
de la Ville. It isin & beautiful sitnasion,

and has a considersble trade, The number

| commands the valley up and down.

of its inhabitants is upwards of 20,000. It
containe 15 churches, among which the
Cathedral and the Church of Santa Maria
Maggiore (which has a fine organ) are
conspicuous. It was in the latter that
the Great Council of Trent was held for
18 years, commencing in 1545, and ending
in 1568. The church contains a picture
of this council, whicb will be unveiled by
the sacristan for a comsideration. The
Dom, or Cathedral, on one side of the
principal square, was completed at the
beginning of the fifteenth century. It has
two cupolas, The principal door is flanked
by lions in dark porpbyry. The church
contains the grave of the Venetian General,
Sanseverino, who was slain in an en-
counter with the people of Trent, at
Galliano, in 1487. To the left of the
town stands the noble machicolated Castle
of Buon Consiglio, formerly the residence
of the archbishops, now an Austrian
barrack. Over the Adige lies a singalar
isolated flat-topped rock, which is now
fortified by the Austrians, and completely
Ttis
commonly called Dos Trento. The street
views in Trent are very striking, and
thoroughlyluliamnappeamce Museam
of Roman, &c., antiquities. The town is
encircled by fine old walls and towers.
Up to 1855, the river Adige used to
sweep round its walls in a beautiful
double curve, but, unfortunately for lovers
of the picturesque, 8 new course has been
cut for the river, and the old wooden
bridge which croesed on ome side of the
tall square brick tower has heen pulled
down, and its place is partly ocenpied by
the new railway embankment, which
crosses the old course of the Adige twice.
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Einspinner from Trent to Riva, 9 to 10
florins. Zweispiinner, about 156 florins,
Stellwagen, daily, in about 6 hours; fare,
2 florins.

[When at Trent it will be well for the
traveller to take the opportunity of ex-
ploring the route of Val 8ugana (which
leads from Trent to Venice, by way of
Bassano), as far as the Lakes of Caldenazzo
and Levico. To go to Caldenazzo, by
Vigolo, and return by Pergine, will
take between 4 and 5 hours, The baths
of Roncegno, 20 miles from Trent, may
be reached from Levico, The road
descends the valley of the Brenta to
Primolano (88 miles), before reaching
which the Italian frontier is passed. From
this point the traveller may reach Venice
by way of the towns of Bassano and
Treviso. From Trent to Bassano, 47 miles.
Omnibuses run regularly. Rail from
Bassano to Venice. ]

The road crosses the new bridge over
the new course of the Adige, through the
suburb of Pie Castello, passes between the
mountain range and the huge isolated
rock called Dos Trento, or Verraca, and
ascends immediately by a narrow ravine,
which terminates about 3 miles from Trent,
at a new fort, to the summit of thd pass
(1,640ft.),and turning south-west gradually
descends to Vigolo. Above the village a
most superb view of the Lake of Terlago
and the magnificent mountain ranges
beyond. Monte Gazza, 6,515 feet.

8 miles. Vezzano, with 2 inns,

Toblino. An old castle, standing on a
promontory in the lake of the same name.
The wine called Vino Santo, sold here, is
excellent. The method of rearing silk-
worms js worth' inspecting, The inner
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court of the castle; surrounded hy old
wooden galleries, is very fine.

At the village of Ale Sarche, the road
to the Giudicaria leaves on the right,
ascending through a romantic gorge. The
Riva road traverses a rocky scene of
desolation, caused by landslips, to St.
Pietra Murata, and,

to the left is the large Castle of Drena.

84 miles, Arco (Corona). A large and
properous town, with a fine sanitarium for
consumptives, and Duke Albrecht’s hand-
some palace, Kurtax for visitors, 2 florins

ROUTE 2L
IXNSBRUCK TO MERAX via THE OETZTHAL

BY THE HocmJooR or NIEDERJOCH

AND THE SCHNALSERTHAL.

The Oetzthal, for grandeur and variety
by far the most interesting valley in the
Northern Tyrol, opens into the Oberinnthal
between Landeck and Innsbruck. [Those
who would like to visit it on foot from
Innsbruck may do so by traversing the
Selrainthal, which opens out below the
station of Kematen, 7 miles from Inns-
bruck. The road lies past Ober-Perfuss
to Selrain or Rothembrunn (from the
colour of the chalybeate spring), 54 miles
from Kematen. At either of these places
guides may be procured for the ascent of
the Rosskogl. About 1} hour from Selrain
is @rles, in the Ober Selrainthal. Here
the valley divides. The southern branch
is called the Lisenzertkal, by which s
rather difficult route leads along the
Melach by the Lisenzer Alp, then unde
the double-headed Grieskogl (highes
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summit, 10,688 feet), down to Gries, in the
Sulzthal, and along the Fischbach to
Lengenfeld (see below).

Along the other valley, called the
Oberthal, the path runs by St. Sigmund
and Haggenthal over the Kiihthei Pass to
Kiihthel, thence through the Stuibenthal,
past Ochsengarten, whence it is 2 hours
to Oetg, see below. ]

The best starting point is the station of
Oetzthal. Conveyances may be obtained
from June to October. The carriage road
goes as far as Solden. Pedestrians can
reach the hamlet of Ebene in 1 hour.
Fall of the Stuibenbach; just before
reaching it a path leads up to a romantic
gorge.

In half an hour Oetz is reached, the
chief place, 2,518 ft. above sea, under the
Achenkogl (9,866 ft.), with a good inn,
Kassel. A stiff climb of 46 minutes leads
to the picturesque Piburgersee, From
Oetz, past the falls of the Ache, at the foot
of an abrupt precipice, and the village of
Tumpen, in 2 hours, to Umhausen (3,277
feet), with a good inn. Excursion to the
grand Stuiben Fall, 1 hour. Instead of
returning to the village, the main road may
be reached by a short cut, by keeping on the
left bank of the brook, before its entrance
into the narrow defile of Maurach, through
which rushes the foaming Ache. Past
several hamlets to Lengenfeld (2 hours
direct, or 8 hours by the waterfall). The
Sulzthal opens to the left, communicating
with the Stubaithal and Innsbruck; guide
required.

Passing Huben, 88lden (4,600 ft.) is
reached, dominated by the majestic ice-
covered Nederkogel (10,375 ft.). The
carriage road ends here. Saddle-horses or
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mules may be had. Zwleselstein (1 hour).
Here the Oetzthal divides into the
Gurglthal and the Fenderthal. From the
entrance of the former the Timblerjoch
branches off, leading to Meran in 14 hours
by the Passeierthal (Route 7). In crossing
the pass the signal-posts must be followed ;
guide advisable in foggy weather.

The right-hand valley leads direct to
Fend by Heilig-Kreuz in 4 hours. Turning
to the left up the Gurglthal, Obergurgl
(6,288 ft.), amid grand scenery, is reached
in 8 hours. Accommodation at the Curé’s
house. From here in 8 hours over the
Ramoljoch (10,500 ft., guide necessary) to
Fend. Before reaching the passan Alpine
inn affords shelter and refreshment.

Fend (good inn) lies at the foot of the
Thalleispitze ; the scenery is not so grand
as at Gurgl, but it forms the best centre
for megnificent and comparatively easy
Alpine and glacier excursions. The
Kreuzspitze (often ascended by ladies) is
the most to be recommended, lying as it
does in the centre of the grandest giants of
the Oetzthal. The Alpine Clubs have
done much to facilitate many ascents
by erecting club-huts. Reliable guides,
officially certified, may be had here in
great number.

From Fend to Unsere Frau by the
Niederjoch (9,847 ft.) or the Hochjoch
(9,515 ft.) Pass in 8 to 10 hours. The
latter is the longer by 1 hour, but more
interesting and less difficult, and may be
traversed by ladies. Guide required;
saddle-mules may be had. At the foot of
the glacier an inn affords shelter and
refreshment. Past Kurzras to Unsere Fran
(good inns) chief place of the lovely
Schnalserthal; thence in b5 hours, past
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Karthaus, to Staben (Hotel : Adler), in the
Vintschgau ; near which is the castle of
Juval. From Staben post-road to Meran
(Route 4).

The shortest time for the Oetzthal-
Schnalserthal route from Innsbruck to
Meran is 3 days; taking early train to
Oetzthal station, then extra post to S6lden,
horse to Fend (omitting Obergurgl). But
it is & pity to hurry through such magni-
ficent scenery, as the accommodation will
satisfy all reasonable expectations,

ROUTE 22.
Zerr 10 MATREI, STERZING, OR BRU-
NECK, BY THE DUXERTHAL, ZAMBER-
THAL, OR ZILLERTHAL,

At Zell (see Route 28) a one-horse car-
riage can be obtained to Mayrhofen, which
is distant about 2 stunden from Zell, and
placed just below the point where the
main valley of the Ziller splits into four
branches. The left-hand branch is called
the Zillergrund,and has two main branches,
one called the Sondergrundthal, which
leads to the right, and is 8 standen to the
Pass of the Hornli, thence to St. Jacob, in
the Valley of Taufers or Ahrnthal, and so
on to Taufers and Bruneck, a journey of
two good days from Zell ; the other leading
to the Krimmler Tauern. Guides are
advisable, but not indispensable.

The second branch of the main valley,
called the Stilluppthal, lies between the
Abornspitz and the Tristenspits, both of
which are conspicuous objects in the walk
from Zell to Mayrhofen. At the head of
the valley, 4 stunden from Mayrhofen, is
the base of the Liffelspitz, 11,108 feet.
The third branch is the Zamserthal, to the
right of the Tristenspits, the stream isening

> N
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from which forms a beautiful cascade,
something like Lodore on a large scale,
leading in 4 hours to the village of Ginz-
ling ; and so over the Pfitscher Joch, 7,300
feet, to the valley of the Pfitsch, by which
Steraing may be reached in one very hard
day from Zell. At the head of the Pfitsch-
thal are the glaciers of Stampfi and
Furtschagel. The first village is 8t. Jacob,
in that part of the valley called Inner
Phitsch; the next, Kematten, the chief
place in the valley. From it lead two paths
—one to the Brenner, easy and pleasant,
over the Schliisseljoch; the other, longer,
but also easy, to Vals and Muhlbach (8tat.),
in the Pusterthal, over the Sandjoch.
From the head of the valley of Pfitsch to
Sterzing (8tat., see page 85) is 7 stunden.

The fourth valley, the Duxer, or Tuxer-
thal, is on the extreme right, and is
separated from the Zamserthal by the
Liéngewand. The way to it crosses the
river, and in § stunde reaches the village
of Finkenberg, to which there is a consider-
able climb. The view, looking back from
Finkenberg towards the Zillerthal and
Mayrhofen, is the finest in the whole
valley. Among the mountains included
in it, the Ahornspitz, 9,730 feet, is most
conspicuous. The road then traverses the
Teufelssteg. To the right a path leads
over the meadows to a wooden bridge
called the Teufels-brtick, thrown over the
valley 100 feet above the torremt. At
1 stunde from Finkenberg the road crosses
to the left bank, and in 24 hours from
Finkenberg reaches the hamlet of Laners-
bach. From thence to the village of
Hinter Duxis somewhat less than 2stunden.
Opposite the villsge of Hinter Dux, to the
loft, is the glacier called “ Die Gefrorne
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Wand” (the Frozen Wall). From Dux
the path ascends the Duxerjoch, 7,618 feet,
and then descends into the Schmirnthal,
from which there is a path by Schmirn
village to Stafflach, on the Brenner road,
a little above Steinach, about 7 hours from
Hinter Dux. Guide not needed for &
practised walker. The traveller may, if
he prefer it, pass from the head of Schmirn-
thal, into the Navisthal, and so to Matrel
(8tat), on the Brenner Road, 18 miles
above Innsbruck. (Route 11).

ROUTE 28.

JENBACH TO LEND AND LOFER, BY THE
ZI1LLERTHAL, GERLOB PA8S, AND P1NZGAU.

The Zillerthal, which may be pro-
nounced the most beautiful valley of North
Tyrol, opens into the Unter Innthal at
Strass, & village on the high road from
Innsbruck to Salzburg, and about half-
way between Schwaz and Brixlegg. The
distance from Strass to Zell is 6 stunden.
There is a road from Jenbach (8tat.)—see
Route 18—which croeses the Inn, and after
passing by a private road through the
Castle of Rothholz joins the post-road a
little above Strass. The spires of the
village churches are alternately green and
red. At Strass the road turns to the right
and reaches,

1st, the village of Schlitters, at the
entrance of the Ochsenthal.

4 st. Fugen, a cheerful village, with
good hotels : Post; Stern; Aigner, This
is the principal place of the lower Ziller-
thal, with the chlmu‘of Count Dénhof.
The tolerably easy ascents of the Keller-
joch, 7,683 feet, 5 hours, and the Wieders-
berger Horn, 6,870 feet, should not be
omitted,
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§et. Uderhs, & small village in the
district of Zell.

4st. Ried. The Gerloswand, 7,100 feet,
which appears to close the valley to the
south, is a conspicuous object. The
neighhourhood of Ried has often been
devastated and impoverished by the Rie-
derbach, a torrent which enters the Ziller
valley near Ried.

4 st. Aschau, a small village.

1st, Zell, the principal place in the
Zillerthal, is beautifully situated in the
middle of the valley, nearly opposite the
Hainzenberg, and divided into two parts
by the Ziller, which is crossed by & rough
wooden bridge. In addition to the Hain-
zenberg, and the steep Grerloswand, Zell is
close to the Ahornspitze, 9,780 feet, the
Tristenspitze, and the ice-covered Ingent,
9,662 feet. The Parish Church, which
has a green spire, was built in 1782, and
is handsomely decorated with frescoes.
The tower has a slight incline to the
south. The best hotels are the Briu and
the Post, on the left bank, and the Welsch-
wirth, Greidererer, and Neuwirth, on the
right bank. There is singing and zither
playing every evening at the hotels.

The road to Gerlos and the Pinzgan .
goes to the left from the village, passes the
hospital founded by the Emperor Franz
Joseph for the aged sick, and ascends the
Hainzenberg by steep zigzags to the
Chapel of Sta. Maria Rast, and then to
the village of Hainzenberg. The road is
very rough, but is said to be practicable
even for wheeled carriages of the country,
though it certainly does not look so. The
distance from Zell to Gerlos is 4 standen,
Horses may be procured at Zell to go 0
the Krimml for 9 florins each, The price

|
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is high and has lately been raised, having
formerly been 8 florins. There is an
omnibus daily from Jenbach railway
station to Zell. A carriage and pair from
Jenbach to Zell costs 10 florins, with one
florin for driver.

The inns at Gexlos (Alpenrose; Kam-
merlander) are capable of affording a
sufficient dinner, but are not luxurious,

Past Gerlos the road still continues to
ascend for some distance. Itisan indiffer-
ently marked track, through vast dark
pine forests, and is by no means to be
recommended in bad weather—no un-
common visitant of these regions. The
Durlasboden is the highest part of the
valley, 4,600 feet above sea.

Five miles above Gerlos is the Hollen-
genbach, the boundary between Tyrol and
Salzburg. From the highest point the
Hohe Gerlos, or Pinzgauer Hohe, to Ron-
ach, the highest village in the Pinzgau, or
valley of the Salzach, is under 2 miles.
From near the summit there is a route to
Krimml, over the Pinzgauer Platte.
Another, over the Plattenkogel, requires
a guide.
modation in the Pinzgan, and a waterfall,
the finest in the Austrian Alps, formed by
the Krimmler Ache, which, rising in the
glacier of the Krimmler Tauern, descends
in three great leaps into the valley. The
height of the three leaps is about 1,400
feet—highest fall, 650 feet ; in some points
finer than any waterfall in Europe. Inn:
‘Waldl; room, 70 kreutzers. Guides, dear.
It is best to drive from here to Lend.

On the descent from Gerlos to Wald the
spray arising from this great waterfall is
distinctly seen. There is a tolerable inn
near the church at Wald, The weather

~

At Erimml js the best accom-
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in the nupper Pinzgau is véry unéertaim,
and rain isabundant ; in fact, as the people
there say, “It rains there almost every
morning, but is sometimes fine in the
evening.”

From Krimml to Wald the distance is
about 5 miles, and to Mittersill, down the
valley, about 14 miles, passing the villages
of Neukirchen, Bramberg, and Miihlbach.
Near Neukirchen are the Ober and Unter
Sulzbach valleys; from the latter can be
seen the Gross Venediger, 12,050 feet.
The route from Mittersill to Zell-am-See
(8tat.), on the Salzburg-Worgl line, is
dreary in the last degree, the whole valley,
by constant inundations of the river,
having been reduced to a miserable swamp.
At about 2 miles from Zell-am-See the
roads divide; that to the left leading to
Zell-am-See, and that on the right by a
causeway across the swamp to

Briick, Taxenbach, and Lend, all
stations on the new line. The road to
Zell-am-See skirts the lake, at the north
end of which the town is situated.

[At the junction of the two valleys, on
an eminence, stands the large castle of
Fischhorn. Below Bruck the scenery
begins to improve. The lower valley of
the Salzach is called Pongau. At Lend
the road joins that leading up to Gastein. ]

It is 10 miles from Zell to Saalfelden
(8tat.)—good inns at both places—and 17
from Saalfelden to Lofer. An omnibus
runs generally between the latter places.
The excellent inn, zur Frohnwies, a single
house (near the place .where the route to
Berchtesgaden diverges to the right), is
about half-way between Saalfelden an
Lofer.- A mile from Frohnwies is the|
extraordinary cham called the Seissen
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Klamm. The way to it is indicated by a
sign-post at the side of the road to Berch-
tesgaden. It is well worthy of a visit,
which will not soon be forgotten.

ROUTE 2.
SarzBURe TO GaSTEIN.
By rail to Lend ; thence by road.

Balzburg (Stat.), one of the most beauti-
ful towns in Austris, is situated on both
sides of the Salzach, 1,320 feet above sea.
Population, 25,000.

Hotels : Europa, near the station, large
and magnificent; Hotel d’Autriche,on the
river near the bridge; Goldenes Schiff,
in the Residenz Platz; Erzherzog Karl;
Hotel Mohr; Traube ; and many more of
the second class ; room, 1 florin, and more,
according to position.

Cabs to Salzburg—one-horse cab, station
to town, 60 kreutzers; half day, 3 florins
20 kreutzers; a whole day, 6 florins. Two-
horse cab, station to town, 1 florin ; halfa
day, b florins; & whole day, 9 florins.

Fares to Konigsee, 8 to 12 florins for
the day. Marienbad and back (stay one
hour), 2 or 8 florins. Furstenbrunnen and
back, 2 florins 80 kreutzers, and 4 florins.
Hellbrunn or Aigen and back, 2 florins,
or 3 florins, &c. (all charges included).

Telegraph and Post next door to Guard-
house, on the Residenz Platz.,

On the south side of the Residenz Platz
is the Domkirche, completed in the Italian
style in 1628. Opposite to it is the Hof-
brunnen, a noble fountain. In the neigh-
bouring square is the statue of Mozart,
from the designs of Schwanthaler, of
Munich. The house where he was born
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(Mozart’s Geburtshaus) has & useum (50
kr.). In St. Peter’s churchyard remark
the Margarethen Capelle. The Castle, or
Hohen Salzburg, was the seat of the prince-
archbishops. Fee for tower, &c., 20kr.
The state apartments’ have bgen newly
decorated. From the summit is a fine
view of the Untersberg, the valley of
Salzach, and the town of Hallein, and the
Chateau of Hellbrunn. The Ménchsberg,
the ridge which covers Salzburg on the
south side, is laid out in beautiful walks.

In the curious Cemetery of St. Sebastian
are the tombs of Paracelsus, the physician,
and of Mozart’s widow, who survived her
husband more than 50 years.

At the Palace of the Mirabele, Joseph
Haspinger, the famous old Capuchin leader
of the Tyrolese, died in 1858, aged 82.

The exterior of the Franciscan Church
is a fine example of German Gothic.
The interior is disfigured by alterations.
The other objects of interest are the
Museum; the Summer Riding School,
with three rows of galleries, cut in the
rocks of the Monchsberg; the Neuthor
tunnel, cut by order of the Archbishop
Sigismund, in 1767, and bearing the in-
scription

¢ Te Saxa loquuntur;"
and the Capuziner Kloster; the ascent to
which isby covered wooden galleries. Be-
yond the monastery ascend through the
woods to Francisci-Schléssl. On the way
to it is a fine view of the city.

Those who wish for a more distant ex-
cursion can ascend the Gaisberg, 4,220 fee
high, a walk of about 5 miles.

Distance from Salzburg to Berchtes-
gaden, 16 miles. Tram to Drachenloch,
omnibus to Berchtesgaden,
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From Salsburg to Gastein there is &
@ood road ; but the rail is mostly taken.

Hallein (8tat.) Hotels: Vogl's Bad;
Aubiick. Here a halt should be made,
to explore the salt-mines excavated out of
the Diirrnberg, which may also be visited
by ladies, under the direction of the
guides. They are rather more interesting
than salt-mines usually are. About 8 hours
are required ; entrance, 8 florins, or for a
party, 1 florin 50 kr. each.

The traveller ascends the hill behind
Hallein, and enters the mine at the top by
a horizontal shaft, 500 yards long. When
the mine has been fully explored, by
sliding down several inclined planes, he
will ind himself on coming out at the
bottom of the hill which he has climbed,
and close to the town of Hallein.

Hallein is about 8 miles from Salzburg.
From Hallein to Golling the distance is
about 9 miles. The situation of Golling
(Stat.) is most charming, and the Inns—
Bahnhof, and Alte and Neue Post—are
the best to be found in these mountains.

A path crosses the river by a wooden
Dbridge, and leads over the meadows to the
Fall of the Schwarzbach, of considerable
height and very beautiful form. Finger-
posts all the way. The Upper Fall comes
out of a cavern in the rock. Lower down
is a nataral arch of rock. A path has
been constructed to the very top of the
fall. This fall is generally supposed to
be supplied by a stream which issues from
the Konigssee, near Berchtesgaden, as once
when the latter was low, the water ceased
to flow over the fall.

At o short distance from Golling, on the
way to the Lueg Pass, on the right of the
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road, are the Oefon, whers the Salzach
rolls under huge piles of rocks, which
have at this point fallen across the
stream, covering it in for a great distance.
Through chasms in the rocks the river
may be seen raging at & great depth below.
A finger-post stands at the side of the
road, directing to the Oefen. From the
Oefen the road descends into the depths of
the Lueg Pass, & most romantic defile,
protected at its entrance by two emall
forts built on the precipices flanking it.

The Lueg defile lies between the Hohe
G611 on the right, and the Ténnen Gebirge
on the left, the precipices of each of which
are nearly perpendicular. About 9 miles
from Golling, the Castle of Werfen, or
Hohenwerfen, comes in sight. One mile
further is the village of Werfen (8tat).
The view looking back upon the moun-
tains which flank the Lueg is exceedingly
grand. About 4 miles from Werfen is
Bischofshofen (8tat.), a junction for the
railway from Lietzen, Leoben, &c. (coming
from Vienna), The next station is
8t. Johann {m Pongan. The inns here are
numerous and well appointed, and are
much better than those at Lend. From
here is a very fine view of the valley of
the Salzach and of the Tennengebirge,
7,905 feet high. At Lend (8tat.)—Inns :
Stranbinger ; Post—the road from Mitter-
sill by Taxenbach joins the road to Gastein
(see Route 23). At the entrance of Lend,
the Ache, which descends from the valley
of Gastein, makes & picturesque leap over
& ledge of rock. Lend lies in the Rauris
valley, which is here joined by the valley
of QGasteiti, and the Salzach, of Pongau.

The roed to Gastein now leaves the Rauris
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valley, turns sharply to the left, and
begins to ascend almost immediately. At
about 4 miles distnce from Lend it
reaches the singular ravine called the
Klamm, where the defile is 80 narrow and
stoep, that the road is quite hemmed in
on each eide; in addition, it has often
been swept by avalanches. On emerging
from the Klamm, the valley widens, and
becomes more pastoral in its character.
Thirteen miles from Lend is Hof Gastein,
where travellers ean generally get accom-
modation, if the hotels of Wildbad Gastein,
5 miles farther on, arefull. Hotels at Hof
Gastein: Moser’s; Miiller. At Wildbad :
Straubinger; Badeschloss; many ethers
(see page 43).

The road over the Mallnitzer, or, as it
is also called, the Nassfelder Tauern, leads
from Gastein to Ober-Vellach, in the
Molithal. The road is practicable for
saddle-horses. Thence it is a journey of
24 hours to Nassfeld, or the Swampy Field,
from which the pass defives one of its
names. At the top, 7,920 feet (2} hours),
there is a Tauernhaus, affording, like that
on the Rauris Pass (page 43), rough but
acceptable accommodation.

The descent to Malinits, the first village
on this side of Kirnthern (Carinthia),
takes 24 hours. Thence a rough carriage
road leadsin 2 hours more to Ober-Vellach,
whence the traveller may either descend
to Villach, on the Drave, or if bound for
the Southern Tyrol may ascend the valley
to Winklern (excellent inns, see page 42),
and thence cross the ridge called the
Iselsberg to Lienz, higher up the same
river.
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ROUTE 26

SALZBURG TO BERCHTESGADEN, AND
EXOURSIONS IN IT8 NEIGHBOURHOOD.

The distance from Salzburg (Route 24)
to Berchtesgaden is 5§ standen—3 German
miles.

Steam tramway to the Drachenloch, on
the frontier, thente to Berchtesgaden.
Omnibus in summer direct from Salzburg
to Konigssee.

The tram line passes through the suburb
of Nonnthal, and crosses the valley to
Groedig and St. Leonhard,

Just before reaching the frontier of
Bavaria it enters the defile of the Konigs-
seer Ache, between the Untersberg and
a spur of the Hohe Goll.

Bavarian Frontier, called the Hangende
Stein. Austrian and Bavarian custom-
houses.

Schellenberg—Hotels :
berg ; Forclle. 4

Almbach Klamm, a narrow ravine, worth
a visit. Rocks 600 to 900 feet high.

The Little and Great Watzmann, the
latter 8,990 feet, come in sight.

Berchtesgaden. — Hotels :
Post, &c.

There are plenty of private lodgings, in
some of which meals are furnished at a
fixed price. Insummer the place is often
so full that visitors have difficulty in find-
ing sleeping acéommodation. The best
situated Pensions are Federmann’s, on the
Reichenhaller Strasse ; and Geiger’s,in a
most beautiful situation, overlooking the
Hinter See Ache, the Watamann, and the
Hochkalter.

Zum Unters-

Bellevue ;
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The greatest attraction at Berchtesgaden
is the beautiful KYnigssee, about 4} miles
from the town, and which may be reached
either by the carriage road or by a path
leading from the salt-works by the bank
of the river (Ache).

The lake is about 6 miles long, and from
4 to 1} mile wide. Prices of boats are
fixed by tariff. JInns: Gasthaus zum
Konigssee, on the borders of the lake ; and
the Schiffimeister’s.

A steep and difficult path passes along
the left shore of the lake to the Sallet Alp
and the Obersee. About half-way there
is a ferry across the lake to St. Bartholoma.
The Watzmann rises boldly from the right
shore, the peak of the Kleine Watzmann
towering above St. Bartholomd.  St.
Bartholoma to the Eiskapelle, a glacier,
2 stunden.

To the Funtensee Tauern,
Steinerne Meer, 5 stunden.
somewhat fatiguing.

From the head of the Konigssee to the
Obersee will take a quarter of an hour.
The Obersee is a small green lake amidst
grand scenery.

From Berchtesgaden to Frohnwies, on
the road from Lofer to Saalfelden (p. 54),
is 17 miles. Carriages cost 12 florins.
The road descends into the valley of the
Hinter See Ache, passes the Wimbach
Klamm, lying between the Hochkalter
and the Watzmann, and reaches,

6} miles, Ramsau (good inn, frequented
by artists), at the foot of the Hochkalter,
8,695 feet.

7} miles. Road to the Taubensee and
Reichenhall diverges to the right.

9} miles. Hintersee, on the lake of the
same name (a good little inn).

and the
These are
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The road now passes under the magnifi-
centshattered peaks of the Miihlsturzhorn,
7,470 feet, and reaches,

124 miles, Hirschbiihel, on the Aus-
trian frontier, with a good inn and
excellent wine,

154 miles. On the right of the road, s
sign-post indicates the way to the extra-
ordinary ravine called the Seissenberg
Klamm ; where the Weissbach has cut its
way in a deep chasm through fallen rocks.

17 miles,  Frohnwies—where good
quarters may be obtained at the inn.

The peak of the Greater Watzmann
may be ascended with guide from Berch-
tesgaden., The ascent of the Little
Watzmann is very difficult, and rarely
attempted.

From Berchtesgaden to the Steinerne
Meer and Saslfelden is a difficult day’s
journey, as follows—Drive to the Konigs-
see, boat to St. Bartholomi, thence to
Funtensee by a steep path, ascend Fun-
tensee Tauern, and cross the dreary and
waterless desert of the Steinerne Meer.
A Guide is indispensable.

ROUTE 26.

SaLzBURG TO Ischnr, HALLSTADT, AXD
GOSAU—THE SALZKAMMERGUT.

From Salzburg to Ischl is about 88
miles. Omnibus to St. Gilgen ; Steamer
to Strobl ; Post-omnibus to Ischl, 9 to 10
hours.

The road from Salsburg (see Route 24)
ascends steeply, and after 10 miles reaches
the post station of Hof.

12 miles. Fuschl See, a lake about 3%
miles long. The Schafberg, with the inn
on its summit, comes in sight. It may be
ascended in 83 hours from St. Wolfgang
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(see below), and commands a magnificent
view,

15 miles. Fuschl

After passing a defile a splendid view of
the Woolfang, or Aber See, is obtained,
with the village of St. Gilgen in the
foreground.

18 miles. 8t. Gllgen. Inn: Post; not
bad. The village is beautifully situated
on the lake. Steamers to 8t. Wolfgang, on
the left shore, and Strobl, at the lower end
of the lake. The carriage road to Ischl
keeps to the right shore.

18} miles. Lug. A few picturesque
houses.

The road skirts the lake (which on this
side is very shallow) for 2 miles, and then
leaves it, passing behind a long pro-
montory, which almost divides the lake
into two parts, .

Opposite are the fine perpendicular
precipices of the Schafberg. .

27 miles. Strobl. Here the road to
8t. Wolfgang diverges to the left.

There is nothing remarkable between
this and

Ischl, 33} miles. Hofels: Kaiserin
Elizabeth, the best ; Post ; Goldnes Kreuz ;
Stern ; Krone, &c. It is most beautifully
situated, 1,600 feet above the sea, and is
now the most fashionable watering place
of Austria. Population, 4,600. The
Emperor has a large palace here. There
is a Kursalon, and a theatre in the season,
when Ischl is much resorted to by the
Austrian nobility, as well as by the
Emperor. Visitors’ and music tax, 6 to
8 florins; under six days, half these
charges, Walks in every direction to the
neighbouring heights. The other excur-
sions are numerous and delightful.
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The most interesting Ezcursions are

(1) To Gosay and its Lakes, which will
require one long day; but it is better to
go to Gosau the first day, sleep there,
either at the little inn, Beim Brandwirth
or Beim Schmied, and return the next day.
The first village on the road is Lauffen,
on the Traun, 2 miles from Ischl.

4 miles. Goisern.

Steg, on the Lake of Hallstadt, from
which there is a steamer to Gosau-Miihle
and Hallstadt many times daily in about
half an hour.

64 miles. Gosau-Miihle.

At Gosau-Miihle the road turns up the
ravine to the right, and leaves the lake.

7} miles. Gosau-Zwang. A lofty aque-
duct (Soolenleitung), which conveys the
brine from the salt-mines.

Gosau, 12 miles. Inns: Beim Brand-
wirth, good ; Kirchenwirth.

Three miles further on is the forge of
the Gosau Schmied, a little inn, where
beds and good fare may be obtained. The
Schwartzreiters of the Vorder See are not
to be despised. Ladies had better sleep
at the Brandwirth, as the rooms of the
Schmied are rather rough. From the
Schmied to the Vorder Gosau See is an
hour’s walk. The lake is 1} mile long,
and is hardly to be surpassed for grandeur
of scenery.

A footpath to the right leads along the
lake in 2 hours to the Hinter Gosau See,
a deep green lake lying directly under
the precipices of the Thorstein.

If the weather is fine, it will be well for
the traveller to ascend to the Zwieselalp,
2} hours’ walk from the Schmied. The
view thence is splendid, including the
Hohe Goll, the Dachstein, Watzmann,
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Ewige Sohnee, and Gross Glockner. From
the Zweiselalp to Abtenau in 8 hours;
path marked by guide-posts.

[From Gosau to Abtenau, by the Pass
Gschiitt, 4 hours to walk, 8 hours by
Einspinner; road very hilly.

24 miles. Russbachsag village. Ascent
(easy) of the Gamsfeld, 6,640 feet.

13 miles. Abtenau (Inns: Post and
Ochs) is situated on an elevated plateaun,
at the head of the Lammerthal. A fine
view of the Tennengebirge is obtained
from the village. Schwarzbach Falls,
worth visiting, .

From Abtenau to Golling, by the Lam-
merthal, is a distauce of 11 miles. The
forms of the Tennengebirge, to the left of
the road, are very picturesque all the way
to Golling. Diligence road.

13 miles, @elling. Inns: Alte and
Neue Post, good. See page 56.]

(2) Ischi to Ebensee, on the Trannsee,
8 hours. By rail, } hour,

Thence by steamer to Gmunden (Stat.),
population, 6,500. 1hour. Hotels: Belle
Vue; Austria; Goldner Brunnen.

Falls of the Traun, 8 hours. Station :
Traunfall. The Traun See is about
8 miles long, and nearly 2 wide. It forms
two basins, that of Ebensee being severe
in character, like a Scotch loch, and the
basin of Gmunden smiling and graceful.
Above it rises the Traunstein. Hence to
Schwanenstadt (8tat.), on the Kaiserin
Elizabeth Railway, in 13 hour; and from
thence to Ling, by train, about 1 hour.

(8) By Lauffen and Goisern to Stag,
thence

Steamer to Hellstadt,

A4
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Hallstadt (population 1,200). Hotels :
Seeauer; Bellevue. On the banks of the
Hallstidter See, which is 5 miles long.
Its waters are of a dark hue, and as it is
surrounded by high mountains, such as
the Dachstein (9,830 feet) and Thorstein
(9,665 feet), it has rather a severe aspect.
There are namerous charming excursions
near Hallstadt, such as to SBaint Wolfgang
(Hotels: Hirsch; Weisses Ross), with the
ascent of the Schafberg (8% hours up),
commanding one of the finest panoramic
views in Germany. Visit the Kessel and
Hirschbrunn. Return to Steg and Ischl
on the same day. A rail from Ischl to
Hallstadt, thence to Aussee, and continued
to Lietzen, &c., has been made, and the
traveller is now enabled to economise
time and see more points of interest, but
the road is still the best way.

(4) Aussee, by carriage. At Ausses the
hetels are Hackl; Erzherzog Franz Carl ;
Erzherzog Johann; and Sonne. The town
stands on the Traun, has very large salt-
works, yielding 500 quintals of salt per day.

The ascent of the Drachenstein may be
made from Aussee; and the Lakes of Alt-
Aussee, Grundlsee, Toplitzsee, and Kam-
mersee may also be visited.

(6) To St. Wolfgang. Ascend the
Schafberg, and sleep there. There is an
inn on the top ; good, but somewhat dear.
Overcoat necessary. The ascent is easy,
and is rarely omitted.

The 8alskammergut, the Austrian Swit-
zerland, has 18,000 inhabitants, and an
area of about 120 square miles, It con-
tains many charming lakes, rich in fish,
and requires 9 to 10 days to be properly
explored,
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ROUTE 27.
FroM MuNICH TO INNSBRUCK, BY
PARTENKIRCHEN.

The distance from Munich to Innsbruck
by this route is a trifle more than 90
English miles.

There is & railway from Munich (8tat.),
past Starnberg, on the Wiirm See, thence
16 miles to Wellheim (8tat.), whence a
short line of 13 miles leads to Murnaw

From Murnau to Oberammergau and
Garmisck-Partenkirchen, 154 miles. At
both these places there is good but rough
accommodation in the hotels, and private
lodgings can be obtained.

The excursions from Partenkirchen are
very numerous. Among them are those
to the Eibsee, a small lake, most pictur-
esquely situated under the precipices of
the Zugspitz, 9,716 feet; and the ascent of
the Zugspitz itself only to be attempted
by practised mountaineers.

Omnibus twice a day to Mittewald,
12 miles, the last village in Bavaria, lying
close to the Karwéandlspitz, 8,259 feet.
Post-omnibus to Zirl (156 miles), through

Scharnitz, and the defile of the same
name, and Seefeld to Innsbruck.

At Zirl, the road joins Route 2 (see
page 18).

ROUTE 28.
AvuasBura 10 FissEN, REUTTE, LERMOOS,
AND ImsrT.

Take the railway from Augsburg to
Buchloe,

Biessenhofen (about 4 miles beyond the
old town of Kaufbeuren), and Oberdorf,
which is the nearest station to Fiissen.
There is a diligence daily from Oberdorf
to Fiissen, The road to Fiissen lies over
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an uninteresting country, abounding in
peat for many miles. At Btotten, a
small /nn: Post. There is a grand view
of the mountains and the Castle of
Hohenschwangau, before reaching

Fiissen (Inns: Mohr; Post), an old
Roman town (Fauces Julie); above it
towers the old Castle of the Bishops of
Augsburg, built in 1322; near it the
Benedictine Abbey of St. Mang, and the
Church of St. Magnus. It is worth while
to ascend the Calvarienberg for the view,
The Castle of Hohenschwangau, which be-
longs to the King of Bavaria, stands on a
lofty wooded hill, and may be reached in
about one hour from Fiissen. The road to
Reutte crosses the Lech, and after passing
a waterfall, reaches the Tyrolese frontier,
about one mile from Fiissen.

Reutte (Inns: Post, Zum Hirschen) lies
in a plain surrounded by very high
mountains. To the west of the village is
the Gacht Pass, leading to Kempten, past
the Gachtspitz.

To the south of the village are the ruins
of the picturesque Castle of Ehrenberg
(destroyed by the French in 1800), which
in 1552 detained Maurice of Saxony long
enough to enable Charles V. to escape
over the Brenner from Innsbruck. The
new road -passes above the Ekrenberger
Klause, and rises for about a mile and
then descends to Heiterwang, near the
lake of the same name, visible to the left,
It is 9 miles from Reutte to

Lermoos (Inns: Post; Drei Mohren).
High above the village to the north are
the precipices of the Wetterstein-Gebirge
and the Zugspitz, The distance to
Nassareit is about 11} miles by & road
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which is most beautiful all the way.
After leaving Lermoos, and winding for a
while among pine-covered hillocks, it
reaches the beautiful little lake called the
Weissensee. Seven miles from Lermoos
the top of the pass called Auf der Fern is
reached. After passing the small inn,
the new road, constructed in 1856, begins
immediately to descend the mountain side
in long zigzags. Deep in the valley, and
nearly surrounded by a small green lake,
are the ruins of Sigmundsburg. The road
passes the ruins of the Castle of Fernstein,
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the former key of the pass, on the old
road.

From Nassereit to Imst the distance
is 9 miles. The road lies down the
Gurglthal (See Route 2), and descends
the whole distance. The Tschiirgant is
a grand object in front.
